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of organisational and admin-
istrative set-up.

(iv) Measures for stabilisation of 
the existing benefits resulting 
from flood control and anti-
sea erosion schemes and pro-
per operation and mainten-
ance of these works.

Will the* Minister of AGRICUL-
TURE AND IRRIGATION be pleased 
to refer to the reply given to Unstar-
red Question 91 on 13th June, 1977 
regarding linking up of the Ganga with 
Cauvery and state:

(a) whether the Ganga-Cauvery 
Link Project will be undertaken in 
different phases and whether it is the 
first phase of construction which is 
proposed to be included in the current 
plans; and

(b) if so, the details thereof?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN 
THE MINISTRY OF AGRICUL-
TURE AND IRRIGATION (SHRI 
BHANU PRATAP SINGH): (a) and
(b). Paper studies were carried out 
for the Scheme of inter-linking some 
of the livers, including Ganga with 
Cauvery some years ago. Before in-
vestigations on any such long term 
scheme are taken up, it is essential 
to first study in depth the position of 
surpluses and shortages in various 
basins, sub-basins and regions and 
determine possibilities for inter-basin 
and inter-regional transfer of waters 
taking into consideration the mini-
mum needs of drought prone areas. 
Such study is on hand by the Cen-
tral Water Commission.

Such country-wise studies and in-
vestigations are by their nature long 
term. It is only after the studies are

completed that cost estimates and 
time of implementation of such pro-
jects could be determined.
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
