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(b) if so, what is the order t>f in-
vestment proposed during the current

(c) the estimated man days of em-
ployment is likely to be generated as 
a result of the proposed investment?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN 
THE MINISTRY OF RAILWAYS 
(SHRI SHEO NARAIN): (a) No such 
decision has been taken so far.

(b) Does not arise.

(c) Construction of railway lines re-
sults in direct employment in the 
project area and also very substantial 
Indirect employment in industries like 
brick burning, cement and steel, rails 
and sleepers etc. A railway line also 
generates employment on long term 
basis directly for its operation and in-
directly by stimulating the economic 
development of the area served. It is 
difficult to make a precise assessment 
of the direct and indirect employment 
which a railway line may generate dur-
ing and after its construction. .

30-9-1977, the number of Government 
companies (both Central and States) 
was 712 and their aggregate paid-up 
capital amounted to Rs. 7314.5 crores.

(b) According to the information, 
furnished by the Bureau of Public 
Enterprises, the total net profit before 
taxation of Central Government com-
panies during 1976-77 amounted to 
Rs. 498.92 crores (provisional) exclud-
ing insurance corporations, the Na-
tional Textile Corporation and its sub-
sidiaries and the companies registered 
under section 25 of the Companies Act 
(non-profit making organisations). 
Similar information in regard to alt 
State Government companies is not yet 
available.
