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Personnel from Customs Department of
Bembay arrested for possession of
Contraband

4231. SHRI R. K. MHALGI: Will
the Minister of FINANCE be pleased
to state:

‘(a) the number of personnel from
the Customs Department of Bombay
itself who have been arrested in con-
nection with the possession of contra-
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band during the period of last six
months;

(b) what is the amount of property
invoived in the said contraband;

(¢) what is the ‘modus-operandi’ of
the possession of the contraband; and

(d) what steps are taken or the SGov-
ernment propose to take against such
incidents henceforth?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN
THE MINISTRY OF FINANCE (SHRI
SATISH AGRAWAL): (a) to (c).
Report received by Government indi-
cates that during the last 6 months,
two Preventive Officers of the Bombay
Customs  (Preventive) Collectorate
were arrested for their involvement
in smuggling of gold worth about Rs.
45334. The contraband was found
concealed in a cloth belt tied to the
waist of one of the officers.

(d) In order to check recurrence of
such incidents, all Customs Officers at
Bombay have been instructed not to
enter docks or board the ships unless
they are on duty. Senior Officers
have also been instructed to keep a
close watch over the activities »f ctaff
of doubtful character.
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
