and (b). Due to its limited availability, 
Indane Gas is not being marketed in 
Rajnandgaon District, Madhya Pra­
desh, at present.

With the anticipated large-scale 
increase in the LPG availability in the 
country from 1980, it may be possible 
to extend its marketing in due course 
to new places based on the follow­
ing:—

(i) Anticipated customer poten­
tial;

(ii) Nearness of market from the 
source of supply;

(iii) Availability of safe/conve­
nient mode of transport;

(iv) Maximum utilisation of dis­
tribution equipment; and

(v) Viability in operations.

Switching ®v®r to use coal and gas In 
Fertilizer Factories

(a) whether the Itetiliser Corpara. 
tion of India Ltd. is switching over to< 
use coal and gas in the factories la 
which Naphtha was used initially; 
and

(b) if so, the factories in which such 
change was effected?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN 
THE MINISTRY OF PETROLEUM 
AND CHEMICALS AND FERTILI­
ZERS (SHRI JANESHWAR 
MISHRA): (a) and (b). In the
Trombay fertilizer factory, which is 
now with the Rashtriya Chemicals & 
Fertilizers Ltd., naphtha is being re­
placed by gas as feedstock for the 
existing ammonia and methanol 
plants. Till such time as gas is 
available tor such purpose, fuel oil 
will also be replaced by gas in the 
steam raising facilities at Trombay.

There is no proposal to substitute 
naphtha by coal in any of the exist­
ing fertilizer plants.
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
