(a) whether the Government are 
aware of the report that the recent 
tornado in Delhi could not have been 
possible without energy from nuclear 
fissiOn or fusion; 

(b) is it a fact that Shri S. K. 
Trikha of Delhi University, PhYSICS 
Department, found radio-activity 50 
per Ce',1t higher than normal back-
ground level at the site of devasta-
tion; 

(e) is it a fact that no radio-activity 
is found in tornado; and 

(d) will the Government set up a 
committee of technical experts to 
enquire into the causes of this tor-
nado?

There 
is a newspaper report that Shri S. K. 
Trikha carried out a radio-activity 
survey of the area affected by the 
tornado 25 hours after occurence and 
found the radio-activity to be I! times 
higher than the normal baCk-ground 
level. Meteorologists do not hold the 
view that tornadoes are not possible 
without energy from nuclear fission o. 
fusion. No report that tornadoes are 
cauSed only by nuclear fission or 
fusion is found in meteorological lite-
r!lture.
