THE MINISTER OF PETROLEUM

(a) Yes, Sir. An off-shore oil termi­
nal in the Gulf of Kutch connected 
with the Salaya-Koyali-Mathura pipe­
line has already been completed and 
commissioned.

(b) Yes, Sir. The State Govern­
ment had approached the Govern­
ment of India to include a scheme for 
the development of Port Salaya in the 
Centrally Sponsored Sector in the cur­
rent Plan.

(c) The whole question of deve­
lopment of minor ports, whether in 
the Centrally Sponsored Sector or in 
the State Sector is presently before 
the National Development Council for 
a decision.
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Examination for Recruitment in

September last, Assam Bundh was 
declared, picketing was resorted to in 
front of N. F. Railway Headquarters 
and those employees found inside were 
severely assaulted; and

(e) is it a fact that non-Assamese 
employees of N. F. Railways in Assam 
are in panic, feeling unsafe?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE 
MINISTRY OF RAILWAYS (SHRI 
SHEO NARAIN): (a) and (b). An 
examination for popular categories 
was held at various centres of N . F . 
Railway on 27-8-78 (and not on 
13-8-78) in which all the 4669 candi­
dates who took the examination duly 
submitted their answer books.

(c) On 14-9-78 there was picketing 
at the Railway Headquarters office at 
Maligaon by Purbanchaliya Lok Pari- 
shad who took up the issue of em­
ployment of local people on Railways.

(d) Yes. However employees inside 
the railway office were not assaulted.

(e) No. The Railway offices have 
been functioning normally.

No direct evidence of 
oil under Calcutta has been found so 
far.

(c) The ONGC plans to carry out 
precision gravity surveys in the city 
of Calcutta and its adjacent industrial 
area during 1978-79 field season. It is 
also proposed to carry out seismic sur­
veys in the area subsequently. It will, 
therefore, be premature to conclude at 
this stage about prospects of oil under 
Calcutta city.
