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the  year 1976 about the disrtribu- 
tion of Ravi-Beas surplus w ater and 
as per th a t aw ard Haryana got 3.5 
MA.F as its share though H aryana is 
en titled  to a larger share;

(b) w hether it is also a fact tha t 
accordingly, Governm ent of Haryana 
is trying hard to the construction 
of Sutlej-Y am una link in Punjab 
area;

(c) w hether Governm ent of P u n ­
jab  is finding one excuse or the 
o ther to delay the construction of 
Sutlej-Y am una link in Punjab  por­
tion;

(d) w h ^ h e r  Governm ent of H ary­
ana has approached the Central 
Governm ent to press the Government 
of Punjab for construction of Sutlej- 
Yamuna link in Punjab area; and

(e) if so, w hether any role has 
^;ince been played by Central Gov- 
c?*nment for the solution of this dis­
pute and if so, the details thereof?

THE MINISTER OF AGRICUL­
TURE AND IRRIGATION (S^HRI 
SURJIT SINGH BARNALA): (a) The 
two successor States, namely Punjab 
and H aryana could not m utually a r­
rive at an agreement regarding shar­
ing of the surplus waters becoming 
available as a result of the Beas P ro­
ject. Hence the Central Government 
gave decision regarding the same 
under the provisions of the Punjab 
Reorganisation Act, 1966 in March, 
1976. Haryana has been allocated 3.5 
million acre feet based on the avail­
ability of data covering the period 
1921 to 1946.

(b) to (e). H aryana has form ulated 
a Project Report envisaging Sutlej- 
Vamiuia Link passing through Punjab 
te rrito ry  and has approached the Cen­
tral Government for assistance for ob­
tain ing concurrence of the Punjab 
Government. Punjab represented

against the decision of the Central 
Governm ent given in March, 1976 and 
pressed for an increased allocation to 
Punjab. Haryana on the  other hand 
requested tha t the issue may not be 
reopened. Meetings have been held 
at official levels as well as M inisters' 
level to bring out an understanding. 
Efforts are presently being made to 
resolve the differences with the assist­
ance of the Prim e Minister.

Foodgrains supplied under Food for 
Work Scheme

31. SHRI AINTHU SAHOO; Will 
the Minister of AGRICULTURE AND 
IRRIGATION be pleased to state,:

(a) the estim ated requirem ents for 
1978-79 of wheat and rice subm itted 
by different States to the C entral Gov­
ernm ent on “Food for w ork” schemes 
and the quantity  released to different 
States upto-date; and

(b) w hether there was any delay 
in releasing the stock and the average 
tim e it takes to  release the stock of 
foodgrains by the Central G overn­
ment to the State Governments?

THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE 
MINISTT^Y OF AGRICULTURE AND 
IRRIGATION (SHRI BHANU PRA- 
TAP SINGH): (a) Regarding wheat, 
a statem ent is attached. The devision 
to supply rice upto 50 per cent of the 
total foodgrains made available under 
the programme has been taken only 
recently. No definite requirements for 
rice have, therefore, been received so 
far.

(b) Releases of foodgrains under 
the scheme are made on the basis of 
the utilisation reports received from  
the State Governments. Indents from  
State Governments are processed 
prom ptly and no cases of any delays 
take place as such unless the essential 
information, e.g., reports on utilisation 
of foodgrains released by Governm ent 
of India earlier etc. are wanting.
