those which run along the Indian
banks o f the rivers, based on the
latest available survey reports, is ap­
proxim ately as below:

Information in respect o f West
Bengal-East Bengal boundary is not
available.

(c) Since the Bagge Aw ard the
Governm ent o f Pakistan have raised
a dispute over the boundary which
runs along the Pakistan bank o f the
river Surma on the Assam-East
Bengal border.

This dispute was discussed at tho
Indo-Pakistan Eastern Zone Confer­
ence held in Calcutta in September-
October 1953. No agreement was
how ever reached and the matter is
under correspondence between the
tw o Governments.

January-June, 1954, there is no orga­
nised production of these items in the
country.

Indians in Indo-China ,

493. Shri Sanganna: Will the Prime
Minister be pleased to state:

(a) the Indian population in Indo­
China just before and after the out­
break of Indo-China War;

(b ) what is the estimated calue of
their assets at present; and

(c) what concessions and facilities
are enjoyed by them regarding their
assets?

The Prime Minister (Shri Jawahar- 
lal Nehru); (a) On 19th D ecem ber
1946, just before the outbreak o f
hostilities in Indo-China, the Indian
population was estimated at about a
thousand (1000). The present figure
is estimated to be about 2,500.

(b ) About Rs. five hundred million.
(Rs. 500,000,000). This is a very
rough estimate ow ing to the uncer­
tain value of the piastre.

(c ) Apart from  facilities for  small
remittances to cover maintenance o f
dependents in India, education o f
children, travel expenses etc., the
follow ing facilities are en joyed by
Indians:

(i) Non-resident Indians are allow ­
ed to transfer their entire profits.

(ii) Resident Indians can remit up- 
to 50 per cent, o f their profits when
they visit India.

(iii) On leaving Indo-China per­
manently, Indians can transfer
equivalent o f three m illion French
Francs or roughly Rs. 40,816.
