The Minister of Food and Agricul-
ture (Shri A, P. Jain): (a) Under the
Second Five Year Plan there is the scheme
for setting up of seven plant quirantine
stations which has been accepted. in prin-
ciple, by the Planning Commission and
it is expected to be firalised shortly.

(b) Under the International Plant
Protection Convention of 1951, to which
India is a signatory, it is required to adopt
measures for preventing the entry of insects,
pests and plant diseses into her territory
without unjuly hampering interna ional
traffic. With the esteblishment of these
7 stations which would be located at the
sca-poris etc.,, India would be well
equipped for the examiration of incoming
lants and plant materials and for their
umigation or disinfection by other ameans,
if necessary, with a view to safeguaiding
the agiicultural economy of the country.
