(c ) No specific suggestions have 
been received by the Government in 
this regard. 

(d) Government is aware of the' 
problems connected with the gene-
ration, deployment and utilisation of 
manpower in the field of science and 
technology. The National Committee 
on Science and Technology (NeST) 
had deliberated on the issue of science 
education and on the need to make 
science more attractive as a career. 
The Department of Science and Tech-
nology had commissioned an inte-
grated study through the Institute of' 
Applied Manpower Research on va-
rious aspects relating to S & T man-
power. The findings of the study are 
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being discussed in ~ Regional Work-
shops by associating educational in-
stitutions R&D establishments and 
industrial undertakings. Five, of 
these Workshops have been held so 
tar. A group has been set up to ana-
lyze these problems and formulate 
solut'lons to be placed before Gov-
ernment. 

The present Government's policy in 
this regard will be governed by its 
commitment that the role of science 
and technology will be strengthened 
and steps taken to ensure that re-
search and development get their due 
place in all important sectors of 
national endeavour. 
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
