THE DEPUTY MINISTER IN THE
MINISTRY OF FINANCE (SHR!
MAGANBHAI BAROT). (a) The
Government has not classifieq any
Public Sector Enterprize as ailing
unit. Of the 159 public enterprises
reported as running enterprises in the
BPE’s latest report laid on the Table
of the House, 90 public enterprises
had made profits or broken even.
However, some of the enterprises
have been incurring losses, The
names of the enterprises incurring
losses for more than five years have
been listed in the Statement,

{(b) Some of these loss making en-
terprises like Braithwaite ind Co.,
Burn Standard, Biecco Lawrie, Na-
tional Textile Corporation, Central
Inlang Water Transport Corporation,
Tannery and Footwear Corporation
of India Ltd. etc were taken over
from private sector and are being
gradua'ly nursed back to hrealth, Some
of the enterpr:ses like Coal India
Ltd,, Bharat Gold Mines Ltd., and
Delhi Transport Corporation, ete
have been incurring losses because of
the conscious decision of the Govern-
ment to peg their prices at certain
Jevels whidh are not remunerative.
Under utilisation of capacity, infra-
structural problems, obsolete techno-
logy, lack of orders, etc. are some
of the other factors responsible for
losses in other enterprises mentioned
in the list.
