Survey Organisation hag conducted
surveys on employment—unamploy-
ment in its 27th Round (October, 1972-
September, 1973) and its 32nd round
(July 1977—June, 1978). The results
of these surveys are, however, not
comparable. The 27th round covered
the age group 5 years and above,
whereas the 32nd round covered the
age group 15—59% years. For the sake
of comparability the data for the age
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group 15—59 years for the two surveys are given below:—
