(b) Government signed gn agree-
ment with ILO/SIDA in 1977 for the
first phase of the Women's Vocational
Training Programme and have set up
threc Instituteg in New Delhi, Bombay
and Bangalcre for {raining women in
the trades of Dresg Makirg, Secretarial
Practice, Electronics, Garment{ Kni+t-
ing, Beautician Business Services etc.
ILO Experts are assisting in imple-
mentation of the scheme.

The Government has planned to con-
tinue the project into a second phase
with the object of expending activities
to olther regions, including rural areas.
At present, surveyg have been planned
in all the major States of the counitry.
These surveys will be conducted by
eminent research institutions 'who have
agrees to underiake the work. They
will identify, training needs of rural
women in the States allotfed to them.
Theso surveys will be funded by ILO.
The contract hoetwesn the institutions
and ILO is expected to be signed
shortly. Further action for training of
rural «vomen wil] be taken after the
survey rewortg from the said institu-
tions hecome available to the Govern-
ment.
