They werg held in an
atmosphere of mutual cordiality and
covered international issues as well ag
Telations between the two countries
in all fields.

(c) At the conclusion of the visit
four protocolg pertaining to coopera-
tion in the fields of agriculture and
rural development, small-scale indus-
tries, industrial cooperation, trade and
joint ventures, were signed. A joint
communique wag also issued, a copy
of which is placed on the Table of the
House.
