THE MINISTER OF STATE 1IN
THE MINISTRY OF FINANCE (SHRI
SAWAI SINGH SISODIA): (a) A
reliable estimate of the 1980-81 public
sector operating resultg will be possi-
ble only by about October, 1981. In
the 1980-81 budget estimates, among
the principal public sector enterprises,
the Fertlizer ang Coal groups may
be expetted to reduce their losses
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while the Steel Group may end with
a reduced profit as compared to 79-80.
The Petrochemicals, Shipping and En-
gineering groups also may be expect-
ed to do better. On the basis of a
quick survey conducted by the Bu-
reau of Public Enterprises for the
quarter end ng 30th June, 1980, all
the public enterprises put together
have suffered a net loss estimated ap-
proximately at Rs. 161 crores after
providing income-tax of Rs. 38 crores
by the profit-earning enterprises.

(b) A statement showing the losses
incurred by the losing enterprises in
the first guarter of 1980-81 as well as
in the previous two years 1s laid on
the Table of the House. [Placed
Library. See No. LT-1381/80].
The losses for the first quarter are
pruvisionally estimated.

(¢) and (d). The Administrative
Ministries constantly review the per-
formance of the undertakings under
their control for taking corrective
steps wherever necessary. Recently
Government have appointed an Ex-
pert Committee ynder the Chairman-
ship of Shri Mohammaq Fazal, Mem-
ber of the Planning Commission, to
examine the performance in respeet
of major Enlerprises in the Steel, En-
gineering, Coal, Chemicals and Fertili-
zers and Shipping sectors. The Com-
mittee’s work is in progress.
