lems relating to mines safety. One· 
of the areas sele:cted for study was 
prevention of roof and sides fall, 
accidents in coal mines. 

(c} For the prevention of accidents. 
due to fall of roof and sides, the1 
following steps are bE>ing taken or: 
proposed to be taken:-

(j) introduction of longwall min­
ing with power support; 

(ii) mechanisation in place of bord
and pillar mining; 

(iii) introduction of suitabe sup-·
port systems to prevent fall of roof; 

(iv) setting up of strata control
units in mining companieii and the 
Directorate General of Mines Safety;. 

:r, (v) development of m.ultiple-
skills so aa to expose minimum 
number of workers under freshly-­
exposed roof. 
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
