Unemployment in Punjab

The Minister of Labour and Employ-
meit and Planning (Shri Nanda): Al
the schemes included in the First Five
Yeéar Plan of the State would generate
employment. The size of the Plan as
qriginally drafted in 1952 stood at
Ba 28:34 crores of which 20'20 crores
represented the provision for Punjab
and the balance for PEPSU which has
noy gmerged with Punjab. Thereafter,
adjustments to the extent of about
si* 8'88 crores were made in the
pfans' 8t these two States; the adjust-
miewl fér Punjab being Rs. 7-83 crores
arid’'-thé balance for PEPSU. Details
refdting "to the schemes which come
under this adjustment were made
avaliable to the Lok Sabha by way of
reply t6 ‘Btarred Question No. 471 on
¥ September 1054. Since this reply
Yis toriveyed, certain schemes which
tBgethet’ édost Rs. 6 crores and which
wirée DSl executed outside the Pun-
jab State Plan were brought within
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the scope of the First Five Year Plan.
This, together with certain further
adjustments has resulted in the final
size of the plan being of the order of
Rs, 34'43 crores for Punjab and
Rs. 10-02 crores for PEPSU. As against
this overall provision the actual ex-
penditure during the first 4 year of the
plan comes to about Rs. 27'4 crores,
while it is expected that about
Rs. 14:32 crores will have been spent
during the 5th year of the plan. It
has not been possible so far to make
an assessment of the affect of all this
expenditure on the employment situa-
tion of integrated Puniab.
