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According to information available to
Guverninent, no direct reference on
thiz subject has been received by the
Shipowners from the Secretary-
General &8 UN. According to
Press roports, however, the question
did come up for conmsideration a¢t &
recent meeting of the International
Chamber of Shipping held in London,
which was attended inter alis by
representatives of Indian Shipowners.
It is not known what precisely was
the view expressed on behalt of
Indian Shipowners at the meeting but
it is understood that the Chamber as
a body disagreed with the suggestion
that shipping should bear the cost of
the clearance.

National Fliaria Control Pro-
gramme in Kerala

3 3/5 control units are
functioning in the State and 3 more
are in process of formation.

(b) Yes, the State Health Directorate
has reported difficulty in  getting
niedical officers for the Units.

(¢) The suggestion is not feasible.

As Andhra was separat-
ed from Madras only on 1lst October,
1953, separate figure for Andhra is
available only for the years 1954-58
and 1855-58. During these years the
State Government undertook 1930
Lift Irrigation Schemes and completed
1527 at a cost of Rs. 30-85 lakhs.

(c) Information in regard to the
number of Lift Irrigation Schemes
proposed to be undertaken iz not
given i the State’s Plan. During
the First two years of the Second
Five Year Plan i.e., 1956-57 and 1857~
58, the State Government have pro-
posed to undertake 1438 Lift Irri-
gation Schemes (602 in 1956-57 and
836 1n 1957-58).

(d) Rs. 34:36 lakhs.

1524, Shri Raghunath 8Singh: Will
the Minister of Transport and Com-
munlications be pleased to state:
