(b) if so, what are the details thereof
and how many sick industrial units
have been benefited under the scheme
in the country and particularly in
Gujarat State during the year 19817

THE DEPUTY MINISTER IN THE
MINISTRY OF FINANCE (SHRI

(b). With a view to effectively tackle
the sickness prevailing in industries,
Government have formulated various
policy measures and the banks and the
financial jnstitutions have been advis-
ed to implement the same. The Gov-
ernment constantly reviews the situa-
tion and modifications to the existing
schemes and policies are carried out
where necessary. The process is con-
tinuous and the banks and institutions
take effective steps for implementing

the Government’s decisions.

As per the present policy of the
Government, the banks and financial
institutions must take all possible steps
to detect and prevent sickness in the
incipient stage itself and rehabilitate
the viable sick wunits to the extent
possible. In  accordance with this
policy, banks draw up rehabilitation
programmes in respect of the potenti-
ally viable units on a case by case
basis. The assistance packages are
