In the u norganisE:d sector where wa-
ges re fixed under the Minimum Wa-
ges Act, the Labour Ministers' Confe-
rence he d in Ju1y 1980 decided that 
the w ages ~ hould be revised once at 
least in tw0 years or on the rise of 50 
points in th ~ consumer price index. 
The State Governments have been re-
quested. to take action accordingly. 
They have also hE:en requested to con-
sider the feasi bility of attach ing a va-
riable dearness allowance formula to 
the m inimum wages so tha t the w;:iges 
may be adjuste:d to the variati ons in 
the consumer price index from time to 
time, as necessary.
