According to the information fur-
nished by the State Governments and
Union Territories, 19 Doctors, 10 Engi-
neers and 5 Scientists committed guicide
during the three vyears 1978, 1979 and
1980. These figures do not indicate en-
block suicides by the intelligentsia in the
country during these years, Domestic/
family problems, insanity, disgust with
world affairs, drug addiction, high blood
pressure were the major reasons for these
suicides. In the circumstances, Govern-
ment do not think that any indepth study
of the problem is required.
