(2) The laboratories have been decen-
tralised and these function in each Pri-
mary Health Centre for prompt examina-
tion of the blood smears of fever cases
and institution of radical treatment of the
malaria positive cases,

(3) Drug Distribution Centres and Fe-
ver Treatment Depots are functioning in
the villages so that the drug could be
made available with no loss of time to
the fever cases.

(4) Insecticidal spray operations are
undertaken in all the rural areas which
have incidence of two or more cases per
thousand population per year,

(5) 72 entomological components have
been attached with the 72 zonal organi-
sation for assessing the susceptibility sta-
tus of the malaria carrying mosquito to
commonly used insecticides DDT, BHC
and Malathion.

Availability and Distribution of Wagons

1911. SHR1 AMAR ROYPRADHAN:
Will the Minister of RAILWAYS be plea-
sed to state:

(a) the stocks of rail wagons available
with the Railways to date;

(b) the distribution of rail wagons since
January, 1980 till date in the various zo-
nal Railways;

(c) the number of rail wagons which
remained idle since January, 1980 and
the reasons therefor;

(d) the total demand for rail wagons
of the country; and

(e) whether it is a fact that there are
shortage of rail wagons in the country; if
80, the steps taken by the Government in
the matter?

THE DEPUTY MINISTER IN THE
MINISTRY OF RAILWAYS AND IN
THE DEPARTMENT OF PARLIAMEN-
TARY AFFAIRS (SHRI MALLIKAR-
JUN): (a) Average ownership of wagons
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in terms of four-wheelers is 4,10,000 on
Broad Gauge and 1,05,000 on Metre
Gauge approximately.

(b) Figures indicating average oOwner-
ship of wagons on all zona] Railways
since January, 1980 are given in the state-
ment laid on the Table of the House.
[Placed in Library. See No. LT-5503/
82].

(¢) During August 1982 as many as
10,000 wagons remained idle due to lack
of their demand. During September the
number of idling wagons came down to
3,000 as the loading had picked up. Idl-
ing has now virtually disappeared except
tank wagons, as loading has since further
improved. There was no idling earlier due
to turn round of wagons being high in
1980, Later the turn round improved but
all wagons were used to meet the unsatis-
fied demand for tramsport,

(d) Railways are maintaining daily ave-
rage originating loading at 25000 to
27,000 wagons on broad gauge and 4600
to 5000 wagons on metre gauge. The
number of outstanding indents during thg
last three months was:
