No Officer or watchman
has so far been sanctioned for the
Centre as such. A Junior Field Offi-
cer and a watchmen has been deputed
to Vaniamikulam from the Foctwear
Service Centre, Trichur, as a tempor-
ary measure to supervise thc work in
progress and to look after the mach-
inery, respectively. The pay scale of
the Junior Field Officer is Rs. 250-500.
The pay scale of the watchman is
Rs. 30-1-35. The machinery for the
Centre was received during the years
1957-58 and 1958-59. This machinery
has been kept in good condition and
none of the i‘ems has been spoiled inm
storage.
