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(iv) The Minister for Rehabilita-
tion had wvisited Assam to-
wardg the end of March, 1961.
He was told by the State
Governments as well as by
deputations of local Bengali
speaking persong whom he
met at Gauhati and Shillong
that conditions had, by and
large, returned to normal and
the law and order situation
was well under control.

Ziro H. E. School
4283. Shri D. Ering: Wil] the Prime

Minister be pleased to state:

(a) whether it is a fact that ZIRO
H. E. School at Ziro, headquarters of
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Subansiri Division, NNEF.A. has been
closed for some time on account of
some disputeg among the students and
the staff;

(b) whether it is also a fact that
some minor students have been arres-
teq and put under quarter-guard;

(¢) if so, what are the reasons
therefor; and

(d) whether amicable settlement
has since been arrived at?

The Prime Minister and Minister of
External Affairs (Shri Jawaharlal
Nehru): (a) to (d). On the last
Independence Day, the students of
Ziro High School indulged in some
acts of indiscipline. While returning
from a cinema show late in the even-
ing, they attempted to stop some jeeps
to get lifts, threw a few stones at the
vehicles and also manhandled the
drivers. No serious damage was,
bowever, caused. Three days later,
they created some disturbances during
a cinema show. On the 20th August,
1960, some teachers were assaulted
for reporting against the ring leaders.

No arrests were made bui 13 senior
students of ages between 19 and 20,
who had taken a leading part in these
incidents, were removed to a place in
the foothills to avoid aggravation of
the situation.

The local Political Officer held a
meeting of the village elders and the
parents. They condemned the be-
haviour of the students.

Later, the students were readmitted
into the School after they had ten-
dered apologies.

The School remained closed for five
monthg inclusive of the summer vaca-
tion anq the period spent in shifting
to the permanent buildings four miles
away.
