1st May 1958, 129 were Assistant
Superintendents who qualified at the
U.P.SC. Deparimental Competitive
Examination and out of these, 69 had
put in less than two years’ service in
the grade of Assistant Superintendent,
Out of 150 officers promoted as Sup-
erintendents with effect from 1st May
1959, 88 were Assistant Superintend-
ents who had qualified at the UPS.C.
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Departmental Competitive Examina-
tion. Of these, all had put in more
than two years’ service in the grade
of Assistant Superintendent. The pro-
motions on both these occasions were
made entirely on the basis of merit on
the recommendation of the U.P.S.C.
and no minimum length of service in
the grade of Assistant Superintendent
was prescribed when these selections
wrre made.
