The Work­
ing Gr up for the ixth Plan recomm o­
ded establishment of monitoring machi­
nery at the C ntre and in the tat~ . 
Consequently, monitoring machinery has 
been cstabli hed at the Centre and in 
the different lates. 

(c) and (d) The St. tu and Union 
Territ rie were requested y the Minis­
try of Home Affairs in December, 1979 
to give effect to the recommendations 
contained in the Report. The monitoring · 
system in the States is being reviewed 
during plan dis ussio~s. The volution 
of a perfe t monitoring sy. tem is a con­
tinuing proces .
