B. S. Murthy): (a) and (b). It has 
been recognised that the Panchayat, 
the Co-operative and the village 
school are the three basic institutions 
which should be fostered for the 
development of the village community. 
While the Panchayat will function as 
a unit of local Government, the Co-
operative will be responsible for 
attending to the economic needs of 
the community, and the village school 
will be the centre for the cultural 
and social development of the com-
munity. 

In pursuance of this, representa-
tives of co-operatives are generally 
associated on functional sub-com-
mittees of Panchayats, and supply 
functions are i ~r i l  being 
entrusted to co-operatives. In the 
preparation of Village Agricultural 
Production plans, which most ot the 
States have undertaken, the Pancha-
yat and the Co-operative have to· 
function in an intel:rated manner. 
Efforts are also being made to develop 
the village school as the community 
centre, so that it could cater to the 
cultural needs of the village com-
munity. The subject of Community 
Development has also been included 
in the syllabus for teachers training.
