Paediatric Centres in Medical 
Colleges

3058. Shri Kodiyan: Will the
Minister of Health be pleased to 
state:

The Minister of Health (Shri
Karmarkar): (a) and (b). During
the year 1957-58 the following grants 
were sanctioned to the Governments 
of Andhra Pradesh and Kerala for 
the establishment of Paediatric Cen­
tres:—
(i) Andhra Pradesh Rs. 1,18,750
(ii) Kerala Rs. 81*250

Total Rs. 2,00,000

From 1958*59 onwards the procedure 
for the release of Central assistance 
to the State Governments has been 
revised and grants are sanctioned by 
the Government of India group-wise 
and not Scheme-wise. It is not, 
therefore, possible to indicate the 
actual amount utilised by the State 
Governments on the establishment 
of paediatric centres.

(c) Six centres were established, 
one each in Andhra Pradesh* Bihar, 
Kerala, Uttar Pradesh, Assam and
Maharashtra.
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(a) whether the survey of the 
Indian lion has been done;

(b) whether the number is increas­
ing or decreasing; and

(c) if it is decreasing, the reasons 
for the same?

The Minister of Agriculture (Dr. 
P. 8. Deshmukh): (a) Yes Sir. Two
censuses of lions in the Gir Forests 
in Gujrat State were carried out by 
the erstwhile Government of 
Saurashtra in 1950 and 1955. An­
other census is now proposed to be 
carried out by the Government of 
Gujarat.

(b) and (c). According to the 
above censuses, the number was 
increasing. The 1950 census showed 
that there were 219 lions while the 
1955 census showed 290.
