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(a) whether Naga hostiles killed two
students at a flag saluting ceremony
on the Ist July, 1961;

(b) if so, tne detail of the same;

(c) whether Naga hostiles also am-
bushed  A:zsum Rifle Unit at Mao
recently; and

(d) whether the activities of hostile
Nagas have diminished to any extent
since the establshment of Nagaiand?

The Parliamentary Secretary to the
Minister of Extermal Affairs (Shri J.
N. Hazirika): (a) and (b). On the
Ist July, 1961, a small group of the
Naga hostiles fired from a distance
of some 300 yards on a party of
(*~uchuyim.ang villagers who had
collected to receive the Executive
Councillors on a visit to that village.
It is gathcred that the firing was aim-
ed at the Executive Councillors. Two
students were killed by bullet shots.
The firing did not last for :nose than
two minutes after which the hostiles
manageqd to make good their escape.
The area was searched immediately
by our Security Forces who recover-
ed 7 empty rounds of ammunition.

(c) No such incident took placc at
Mao. However, on the 6th Tuly, 1961,
some 100 armed hostiles fired at a
road protection party on Dimapur-
Imphal road. Fire was exchanged for
15 minutes. One hostile was captured
and one other Rank of the Assam
Rifles was injured.

(d) There has been some diminu-
tion in the actual number of incidents,
these having gone down by about
33 per cent. as compared to the period
August, 1960—February, 1961.

A new sign of confidence is that the
people are coming forward in larger
numbers to give information ahout
the hostiles.
