THE MINISTER OF FOREIGN
TRADE AND SUPPLY (SHRI B. R.
BHAGAT): Mr. Speaker, Sir, 1 rise
to make a statement on the decisions
taken by the Government regarding the
cotton price policy for the Cotton Year
1969-70, which will start on 1st Scp-
tember, 1969, As the  Honourable
Members are aware, statutory controls
on prices of cotion were removed
with effect from 1st September,
1967. During the cotton years 1967-
68 and 1968-60, an attempt was made
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Price Poiicy
to influence the prices of cotton by
regulating credit and stock controls and
marketing practices. At the same time,
with a view to assuring the grower a
minimum economic return, support
prices were announced in each of these
years, and an assurance was given that
Government would be prepared to
make purchases of all quantities of
cotton offered for sale at the support
prices. However, the prices of cotton
ruled at a level considerably above the
level of support prices and it did not
become necessary to make any pur-
chase at the support prices. On the
whole, the policy worked fairly suc-
cessfully during ihe two years.

It has been decided to continue the
existing policy for the year 1967—70.
As at present, there will be no control
on the prices of cotton. On the advice
of the Agricultural Prices Commission,
support prices for the cotton year 1969-
70 have been fixed at the same level
as for the year 1968-69. It may, how-
ever, be pointed out that the actual
prices of cotton are determined by
market conditions and the responsibi-
lity of the Government is to ensure
thay in case of fall of prices to un-
economic levels, Government would
make purchases of the quantities of
cotton offered to it at the support
prices.

The question of canalisation of the
imports of cotton through a public
sector agency has been considered in
the light of the recommendations of
the Agricultural Prices Commission.
In orde; to maximise the advantage
of such canalisation. a framework is
required to be evolved in which the
needed skills may be properly orga-
nised. This will take some time
whiie immediate steps have to be
tukken for the import of cotton from
Sudan and U.A.R. in accordance
with the agreements already entered
into with these twg countries, It
has, theiefore, been decided to con-
finue to regulate imports of cofton
in 1969-70 on the same tasis as in
1968-69. During the Year, every
effort will be made to evolve a new
framework for introduction of the

policy of canalisation of cotton im-
port in the year 1970-71. It is ex-
pected that the publiec sector agency
to be set up for the import of cotton
will also perform the functions of a
buffer stock agency for imported
cotton as wel] as indigenous cotton.

Explanation by Member 12

Business in Lok Sabha, I beg leave to
make a Personal Explanation in re-
gard to certain baseless allegations
made about me by Shri Bhupesh
Gupta in the Rajya Sabha yester-
day, on 29th August, 1969, while
speaking in the course of the debate
on the Repeort of the Industrial Li-
censing Policy Inquiry Committee.

I am indeed reluctant to take up
the time of the House but I shal] be
as brief as possible. The report men-
tions my name among a number of
others, to cite examples of expedi-
tious disposal of industrial licences.
I would just like to state the facts.
Quite simply, the facts are as fol-
lows: —

My husband, the late Air Marshal
Mukerjee died in November. 1980.
Sometime in January, 1961, [ started
working with my father, the late
Shri Pratap Pandit and my brothers,
Shri Gokul Pandit and Shri Vasant

Pandit in the family business in
Bombay, namely, Western India
Tanneries Ltd., which has been in

existence for about fifty vears.

Sometime in eariy 1961, we appli-
ed to the Government of India for an
industrial licence for the manufac-
ture of phosphoric acid and indus-
trial phosphates. To the best of my
recollection, the application contain-
ed mine and my brother's name.
Here, I may mention that my bro-
ther, Shri Gokul Pandit is a quali-
fied Chemical Engineer. 1 remember
that he put my name first as he
thought I required a new interest in
life to boost my morale and self-
confidence after the tragic loss I had
suffered.

I may add here that in 1961, I
was not a Member of Parliament
nor did I expect to be one.

The initial licence granted in 1967
was for a production capacity of 1100
tonnes of Phosphoric Acid. Qur tech-
nical advisers in connection with
this project were the world renow-
ned firm of Messrs Albright & Wil-
son Ltd. of UK. And it was their
definite view that a project with

Rules of Procedure and Conduct of such limited capacity would be al-
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together uneconomic. Qur efforts to
get sanction for a higher productive
capacity finally succeedeq when, af-
ter three years, the Government of
India agreed to sanction a capacity
17,500 tonnes of phosphoric acid, ex-
pressed in P2 O5 together with sanc-
tion tg manufacture its principal pro-
duct Sodium Tripolyphosphate. Fur-
thermore, for the economic wviability
‘I even this project, it was necessary
*o have an assured supply of sulphu-
rie acid and to market a part of the
phosphoric acid as such (in concen-
trated form) for the manufacture of
phosphatic fertilisers. For these re-
asons, and also for assuring to the
concern both technological expertise
a= well as capital resources of the
magnitude required, it was decided
by my family to set it up as a joint
project in collaboration with Messrs
Albright & Wilson Ltd. on the one
hand and Messrs Dharamsi Morarji
Chemical Co. Ltd. on the other.

Eventually, in 1965, the unit known
as Albright Morarji and Pandit Ltd.,
‘ocated at Ambernaoth near Bombay,
was set up and the Tndustrial Licen-
¢ was transferred to this concern.
The Company wint into production
in 1967, It is evident from this that
there was a time-lag of six years
between the original date of applica-
tion of the Industrial Licence and
the actual commencement of produc-
f10n,

Further, T submit that my family,
:he Pandits and theiy collaborators,
Messrs.  Dharamsi Morarji Chemi-
.al Co. Ltd. were the promoters of
the company and are today represen-
ted on the Board of Directors of the
Company along with representatives
f Messrs. Albright & Wilson Ltd.
And the Company is directly mana-
ced by its Board of Directors.

In brief. on the completion of co-
laboration negotiations with the fore-
ign collaborators, Messrs. Albright
& Wilson Ltd. of England, the new
company under the name of Albright
Morarji & Pandit Ltd. came into be-
ing, upon which, the Licence was
transferred to the Company without
any monetary consideration and with
the ful]l approval of the Government

BHADRA 8, 1881 (SAKA)
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of India. The question of monetary
or any other consideration did not
arise when there was equity participa-
tion by me and my family and a share
in the responsibility of promoting and
running the Company.

I was a director of Albright, Morar-
ji & Pandit Ltd. from its inception till
1966 by which time my Parliamentary
and public work had increased to an
extent where it becamz impossible for
me to devote sufficient time to the
affairs of the company. I, therefore,
resigned my directorship in favour of
my younger brother, Shri Vasant
Pandit.

I, therefore, assert without fear of
contradiction that the following alle-
gations made by Shri Bhupesh Gupta

are wholly unfounded and  totally
baseless: —
1. That I or my brother, Shri

Pandit, engage ourselves in
procurement and disposal of
licences.

2. Specifically that we transferred
the industrial licence for
phosphoric acid to the con-
cern mentioned above for a
consideration of Rs. 10 lakhs
or for any consideration.

3. That I have been guilty of de-
liberate misrepresentation of
fact when I wrote to him in
his capacity as Editor of the
New Age that I did not traffic
in industrial licences.

Finally. I have never applied for
nor tried to procure industrial licen-
ces on any other occasion, much less
to disposc of them for a monetary or
any other consideration.

I find it difficult to understand the
growing tendency to indulge in glan-
derous attacks on colleagues. I sub-
mit that this can set in motion a dan-
gerous and unhealthy trend of con-
ventionis which may negate the rights
and privileges of Members of Parlia-
ment to function freely as representa-
tives of their electorates and to work
for the cause of national interest.
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SHRI S. M. BANERJEE (Kanpur):
It would have been better if she had
made the statement two days before,
because the Rajya Sabha adjourned
yesterday.

SHRIMATI SHARDA MUKERJEE:

Mr. Bhupesh Gupta spoke only yes-
terday.

MR, SPEAKER: They would be
meeting again; it is not that they
have adjourned for all the time.

It would be better if members of
both Houseg do not cast reflections on
each other. It would be a very un-
healthy practice if those members
attack the members of this House and
if members of this House attack the
members of that House, We should

observe certain Parliamentary con-
ventions,

day we wanted g statement to be made
on the situation in Uttar Pradesh. You
must have read in the newspaper that
the President met the leaders of the
Opposition, including Shri  Charan
Singh, Leader of the BKD, yesterday
and he has asked for a report from the
(Governor of U.P. Now, I think, the
Home Minister will have no objection
to make a statement here.

THE MINISTER OF EDUCATION
AND YOUTH SERVICES (DR. V.
K. R. V. RAO): Mr. Speaker, Sir.

MR. SPEAKER: You will reply to
both the resolution and the Bill.

DR. V. K. R. V. RAO: As I said be-
fore, I am entirely in your hands, But
I believe that there will be a third
reading after this. When we consider it
clause by clause and even after hon.
Members make any suggestions, I
presume I have to say something in
reply. Ag far as present time is
concered, I shall try to be as  brief
as possible with the different points
that have been made in view of the
tremendous pressure on our time, I
will try my best not to speak at any
length.

MR. SPEAKER: Only very briefly.

DR. V. K. R. V. RAQ: I will try
my best to be brief.

I would like to clear some mis-
understandings which I found are
looming, large in the speeches of se-
veral members. Several members
asked me as to why I have abandon-
ed the principles of elections, do I
not believe in the principles of de-
mocracy how can we have a nomi-
nated executive and a nominated
court. T think first of all the whole
reason why the Gajendragadkar
Committee recommended a nominated
Court and a nominated Executive
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Council was that they said that the
atmosphere in the University at the
moment is such that everybody is in-
volved in some manner wr other and
it is very important to create a mew
climate and a new atmosphere and,
therefore, there should be no people
on the Executive Council or on the
Court who are involved either with
one group or one caste or another,
This is the reason why the Commit-
tee said that as an immediate and
short-term measure there should be
nominated Court and a small nomi-
nated Executive Council and a new
Vice-Chancellor. Exactly the same
thing was done in the case of Aligarh
University because similar circum-
stances happened there and unrest
was also there. There also all the
elected bodies were replaced by no-
minated bodies. Unfortunately, in
the case of Aligarh University the no-
minated bodies continued much long-
er than they should have. In this
case the Gajendragadkar Committee
themselves said that under no eir-
cumstances these nominated bodies
should last more than three years. I
have accepled that. Not only that I
have gone even beyond that and I
have given an assurance that 1 shall
try my best to bring a comprehensive
legislation for reconstituting  the
Banaras University ag quickly as pos-
sible, Only I have to wait because
all these recommendations they have
made, the long-termm recommenda-
tions to which several members have
referred, require a study in depth.
Several members said that they are
not in agreement. I myself am not
sure if I should agree with many of
the long-term recommendations, but I
do agree that they require a great
deal ot study in depth. And I am
also waiting for the report of the
Committee appointed by the Univer-
sity ‘Grants Commisison to go into the
governance of the Universities. Then,
my friend, Mr. Misra referred to
students’ participation. I am sorry
I canont become young but I am quite
prepared, if the hon. Member so
feels, to write a letter to the Prime
Minister to suggest that a young man
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who has come into Parliament de-
sires that an old man of sixty should
not be ip charge of the Department
of Youth Services. 1 shall be glad
and if he feels so, I am quite prepar-
ed to convey that suggestion to the
Prime Minister. (Interruptions)
I do not want to digress any more on
this. 8ir, if you will permit me, I
would like to clear some misgivings
of hon. Members.

Sir, in this connection, I want to
point this out. I want to make it
clear that my life and work lhas been
an open book for any body to see.
In whatever job I had been caught I
have been putting in very very hard
work—wherever 1 had been very
much at the expense of my health. 1
get no special glory from sitting here
as Minister. I look upon this as an
oportunity for service, ag an opportu-
nity for hard work, for the country.
I want to tell this House again and
again that my career is behind me. I
still have some years of useful ser-
vice and useful work to render to the
country. If hon. Members of this
House either in my party or outside
in large numbers seriously and gen-
uinely believe—not for purposes of
parliamentary debate, but if they
really, genuinely and seriously be-
lieve—that a person like me should
not be in this place I am quite pre-
pared to go. From time to time
somebody comes and tells me some-
thing or the other. The other day
somebody told me; ‘Sir, you are
against democracy, Nou got into
Parliament by election. And because
you are an elected M.P., you became
a Minister. Now you want to remove
elections from the university.” After
all, T am a Minister, and I know I am
putting jn double the work and I am
working at the expense of my health.
I know it. I am now doing double
the work which I did even as Vice-
Chancellor. After all what I am do-
ing is for the country and the coun-
try ig important. May be, I have got
some experience; may be, I have got
some knowledge, may be some inte-

grity may be some dedication. And-,‘
I want to devote them for the service
of the country—not because I enjoy
flying a flag or having a policeman
to escort me.

It may be that I am too sensitive
for politics, but I want to say this to
the House. I have not asked for the
permission of the Prime Minister to
say this, but T want to say this. If
large Members of Parliament in the
congress party or voutside genuinely
feel that I am not doing a good job
and that I ghould not be here I will
not wait for a vote of no-confidence
to be passed in the congress party,
but I am quite prepare dto go and
tell the Prime Minister that I cannot
function in this job. I am sorry to
say all these things. I did not want
to say these things,

DR. V. K. R. V, RAO: That is a
different matter. So, I want to make
it clear that as far as elections are
concerned the new Banaras Hindu
University Act will be based on clec-
tions. There is no question of nomi-
nations being the basis of the struc-
ture of the university. And as soon
ag we get the U. G. C. Committee's
report we shall try this, as I said,
if possible by the winter of 1970-71
both in Aligarh university as well as
in the Kashi Vishwa Vidyalaya; and
we will try to bring in a comprehen-
sive legislation.

I want to bring in students’ parti-
cipation but it will take time. Even
Mr. Madhu Limaye's Bill is under
circulation. It is being circulated for
public opinion. It will come back I
think sometime in March next year.
The U. G. C. also is considering it.
I am also thinking about it. In fact,
I may tell the hon. Member who
comes from Pandit Jawaharlal
Nehru’s constituency, that I had gpent
one whole hour this morning with
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the Deans of the various faculties of
the Banaras Hindu University and 1
wish the hon. Member had been
there eavesdropping; I wish he had
heard what I had told them about
students’ participation, about the new
wind that is blowing in the univer-
sity, about the need for teacher-stu-
dents relations, about the need for
proper dialogues and so on.

Only, Sir, I do not want to shout
in public. I do not want to attack
anybody in public. I do not want
to condemn anybody in public. It
has been my experience, Sir. Though
I am not a Gandhian in the profes-
sional sense—it has been my expe-
rience as an administrator and as an
educationalist——that the Gandhian
way is the way of not making alle-
gations, the way of not scribing mo-
tives, taking people's bonafides ap-
pealing to the best in them etc. That
is the method I am going to follow.
I am not trying to which hunt any-
body or punishing people or being
vindictive. If a given situation is
there I want to carry all the people
that I can with me consisiently with
the extent to which society will per-
mit me to do so. Therefore, I want
to assure this House as well as the
young Member who spoke from that
side of the House that student par-
ticipation is not being neglected, but
we cannot bring it in suddenly in a
temporary Bill of this nature. This is
only a stop-gap measure which is be-
ing brought in for the purpose of
giving us time to do all the more
important things that gre required.
We cannot introduce all the various
reforms in this Bill. Bu: I want to
go on record as saying that I am all
for democracy. I do not want a uni-
versity to be run on the basic of no-
minations, I do not think that this
measure will last for more than a
period of three years which is the
maximum. I shall try my best to see
that it is finished mucn earlier than
the period of three years.

There were one or iwo small mis-
understandings about this gquestion
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of the RSS using the building. Some-
body said ‘Why don't you show cour-
age? Why don’t you get it destroy-
ed?’ 8ir, do not go about destroying
buildings. But I would like to tell
the House that the Government of
India in the Ministry of Education
had taken up thig question of the gc-
cupation of this building by the RSS
authorities. Negotiations have been
going on, and a member .f the exe-
cutive council was speciaily appointed
to negotiate for the purpose of this
building being vacated, because it is
not a building owned by the RSS
but only used by the RSS. Negotia-~
tions have been going on, and the
RSS people themselves with whom
discusions were carried on recognised
that if this was used by them, then
all other cultural movements &and
semi-cultural movements also would
claim to have their own buildings in
the university campus, and this might
give rise to considerable trouble and
so on. So, negotiations are going on
to have the building vacated, I
would like this question to be resolv-
ed peacefully. I do not want to be-
come a hero by saying ‘I shall order
the destruction of this building; have
some blood-shed, have some shooting
and havé some murders and so on'.
That is not the way that I can func-
tion. I would like to deal with this
problem, and I am taking up this
question, and I hope that with the
goodwill of the people in the RSS or-
ganisation and other political parties,
we shall be able to find a proper solu-
tion of this particular problem as
quickly as we can.

DR. V. K. R V. RAO: I do not
want to refer to the points made by
my hon. friend Shri Jharkande Rai,
because it will take time; I shall talk
to him privately about his own speech,
and not here, because if I do so here
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it will take time. But I want to tell
him that I have got some respect for
him and that is why I want to talk
to him privately about this matter. I
do not want to deal with it in a party
manner.

There has been a lot of misunder-
standing and also apprehension about
the Institute of Technology. There
has been a feeling that this Institute
might be closed. This Institute was
started in the University; then the
Vice-chancellor and the executive
council passed a resolution that it
should be stopped. Now, the court is
keeping it running. There is a very
strong feeling among izany people
that this Iinstitute should continue, I
have already told the House that this
Institute will continue. It is true that
the statute has got to be amended.
The statute which they have sent is
not in perfect order. The statute has
got to be changed. The moment the
Bill is passed and the new nominated
executive council comes into exist-
ence, they have the power to put for-
ward proposals for amending this sta-
tute, and we would suggest to them
what amendmentg should be made.
But the Institute will continue and
there will be no question of the Insti-
tute being closed.

I was a little sorry that my hon.
friend Shri S. Kandappan for whom
1 have got, if I may say so, a consi-
derable amount of affection should
have talked of the gentleman Dr.
Udupa, who is a very distinguished
man, and whom my predecessor in
this office appointed as the Rector of
the university when he was vice-
chancellor, and said that he awarded
himself the MBBS degree. I would
again and again beg of this House that
we do not enhance the prestige of
the academic gprofession by denigrat-
ing people. 1 have said this before
in this House. We politicians can
say anything we like about each other,
and it passes off our back as water
passes off the back of a duck. But

w:hen we are dealing with professors,
vice-chancellors, professors and acade-
mic dignitaries and so on, we are
dealing with people who live in ivory
towers and who are not used to the
rough and tumble of political life.
When we denigrate them and it gets
published in the papers, it has a very
bad moral effect. People laughed
when it was said that he awarded
himself the MBBS degres. But ac-
tually this particular gentleman has
eot high academic distinction. He is a
Bachelor in Ayurvedic Medicine and
Surgery from the Banaras Hindu
University. When the students of
the Ayurvedic college were in great
trouble, they demanded that he
should be appointed there, and he
was the only person in whom they
had confidence, and therefore he
was brought there and he has been
running the college very well, He
is also a Master of Surgery from the
Michigan University, He is also a
Fellow of the Royal College of Sur-
geons Canada. He has been doing
good work there and he enjoys a
very good reputation also, and Dr.
Triguna Sen had appointed him as
the Rector, when he was the vice-
chancellor there. If in respect of a
person like that, my hon. friend, says
that he awarded himself the MBBS
degree it may sound funny all right,
but the result of it js demigration and
denigration of the teachers does not
bring about academic peace or result
in academic advancement.

A question has been asked whether
the expelled students can be re-ad-
mitted. It is not at all an easy ques-
tion to answer. Somebody said ‘Be
courageous’. I do not want to flaunt
my courage. But within my own
limits, I shall see what I can do. I
am not a soldier; T am not a Punjabi;
I am only a miserable man from the
south; I also belong to the non-war-
rior caste. But, nevertheless, within
my own limfts, I have got a reason-
able amount of courage. It is not
a question of fear at all. But I would
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like to tell my hon. friends that un-
doubtedly there was some procedural
irregularity. 1 wish the hon. Mem-
bers would also read what the com-
mittee themselves have said namely: —

“At this stage, we would like
to make it clear that though we
have commented on the proce-
dure followed by the Vice-Chan-
cellor in passing orders of expul-
sion against Mr. Majumdar, Mr.
Ravi Shankar Singh and Mr.
Sinha, we do not at all approve of
their conduct in surrounding the
vice-chancellor's car delivering
several violent speeches and insti-
gating the commission of violent
acts on the University campus
during the period that they were
leading the agitation against the
vice-chancellor. A large body
of evidence given before us by
witnesses whom we see no roason
to disbelieve referred to these
activitis of these three student
leaders. From this evidence we
are satisfied that they became
power conscious and did try to
throw their weight about. This,
in our view, is not at all condu-
cive fo the maintenance of discip-
line on the University campus
and the steady pursuit «f acade-
mic work....On December 6 and
7, several acts of violence and
hooliganism were committed on
the University campus and It is
not unlikely that they were com-
mitted by supporters of Mr. Ma-
jumdar and Mr, Sinha in vrder o
bring home to the vice-chancellor
their strength particularly because
the expulsion orders passed by the
vice-chancellor against the three
students were very much resent-
ed by their friends.”.

So, it is not all white and black.
It is most important when we are
trying to create an atmosphere of dis-
cipline and good-will that nvothing
should be done to spoil that. I can
assure the House that any decision
that we take will not be based on
either pressures or cowardice or
bravado but it will be based on the
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best judgment that we have, and with
a view to see that the university gets
re-created in the image in which it
was started by the late Pandit Madan
Mohan Malaviya.

I do not think that 1 should go
into the other points. But I would
request my hon. friend whe  has
moved the Statutory resolution not
to press it, because I am not extend-
ing the ordinance at all beyond the
period for which it is required. One
hon. Member said ‘Don't reopen the
university till you appoint a vice-
chancellor’ How can I appoint a
vice-chancellor before the Act Iis
passed? The Bill has to be passed
into an Act, then the selection com-
mittee has to be appointed, and then
“the man has to be selected and he
has got to be appointed. So, why
should anyone try to say ‘Oh, there
will be explosion in the university
I have been telling everybody to try
to create an atmosphere where the
university will reopen in a peacefu!
kind of way. I em trying to talk of
all the teachers also, and 1 propos2
also to issue and appeal to the stu-
dents, and I think all the Members
here should also help in this. If any-
wne says ‘Don't open, there will be
explosion’, then we would only create
that impression in the people’s mind
thereby. So, I would beg of my hon.
friends for one thing; I lmow that all
political parties, whatever their party
politics, and all those Members who
come from UP and Bihar and who
also belong to India have got respect
for the Banaras Hindu University,
irrespective of their personal party
affijiations, and I am sure that they
are all anxious that the university
should reopen and function proper-
ly. I hope that nothing will be said
§n this House which will in any way
disturb the proper reopening of the
university.

THE MINISTER OF EDUCATION
AND YOUTH SERVICES (DR.
V. K. R. V. RAO): Regarding the
point made by Shri Mahant Digvijai
Nath, it is true that the university
was under the administration of a
nominated body for a long number of
years. But I have already assured
the House that this is not going to
last for more than three years. I
shall try my best to see that the
legislation which will replace this
present amendment will be brought
in as quickly as possible. I am per-
sonally hoping that it will be brought
in the winter of 1970-71, I am not
Eiving an assurance on that, but I
shall try my best to do it

My hon. friend wanted to know
about the qualifications of the vice-
chancellor. 1 think it is wvery diffi-
cult to lay down a statement of qua-
lifications, But I want to assure the
House that the Visitor will be advised
by a selection committee, and we
shall see that a very strong selection
committee is appointed, and I am
sure that the selection committee
will choose persons who will be
worthy of the office of vice-chancel-
lor.

A suggestion was made that the
Education Ministeg should exr-offcie
become the Vice-Chancellor of the
Banaras Hindu University. 1 think
the Education Minister has got
plenty of other things to attend to.

SOME HON. MEMBERS: No.
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DR. V. K. R. V. RAO: I am glad
that the House has said ‘No'.

About the question of the registrar
and the administration, the commit-
tee themselves have recommended
that there should be a small group
set up to review and streamline the
entire administration of the Banaras
Hindu University. This is one of
the first things that I shall request
the new vice-chancellor to do, as
soon as he comes into office.

About the women’s college princi-
pul to whom a reference was made, the
House was told that the appointment
had been made by a very high-power-
ed selection committee and yet the
regularity had been questioned. The
fact of the case is that the appoint-
ment was made by a committee of
the executive council; no doubt, emi-
nent persons were on the committee
of the executive council, but the
statute requires that for all academic
appointments there should be experts.
The university held that the post of
the principal of the women’s college
was not an academic appointment and
it was just like that of a registrar
or a librarian. 1 am afraid I could
not acdept that as an educationist.
Legal opinion also did not accept it.
Therefore, the appointment has been
invalidated, and a new selection com-
mittee has to be appointed which
will also consist of experts.

SHRI ZULFIQUAR ALI KHAN
(Rampur): Will the new vice-chan-
cellor be in Banaras on 1st Septem-
ber, when the university reopens?

DR. V. K. R. V. RAO: Obviously
not. How can he be there? The Bill
is yet to be passed, and then it has to
get the assent of the President and
then a selection committee has to be
appointed and the selection committee
has to recommend the name.

For the time being, the Rector
Dr. Hazari Prasad Dwivedy who had
resigned has at my request; very
kindly consented to continue in office
till the new vice-chancellor comes
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and takes charge. He is now running
the administration of the university.

SHRI BIBHUTI MISHRA:
wil] he be appointed?

When

DR. V. K. R. V. RAO: I hope as soon
as the selection committee makes its
recommendations he will be appoin-
ted. The selection committee will
have a pane] of three names. One
hon. Member said that it should be
five. I think the number three is
all right. I do not think that there
is much possibility of the name not
being satisfactory; when we say that
if the names are not satisfactory, they
will be asked again, that is just a
clause be way of abundant caution.
i do not expect anything of that kind
to happen. Hardly has it ever happe-
ned in the case of nominations of
vice-chancellors. After the  selec-
{ion committee makes ifs recommen-
dations, the Minister will recommend
the name to the Visitor and the vice-
chancellor will then be appointed.
In any case, hon. Members must re-
member that Dr. Joshi's appointment
as vice-chancellor technically does
not expire at al] til] he has finished
his leave. He has left the university
but he has been given leave by the
Visitor, which is due to him, and so,
even if we appoint a new vice-chance-
llor tomorrow, he cannot go and take
charge.

SHRI ZULFIQUAR ALI KHAN:
In the present circumstances, it is
very important that somebody should
be there.

Dr, V. K. R. V. RAO: But we can-
not break the law.

SHRI ZULFIQUAR ALI KHAN:
Someone should be there who would
be responsible.

DR. V. K. R. V. RAOQ: Dr. Dwivedy
is there, and he is the Rector and
he is carrying on till the nmew vice-
chancellor is appointed.

There is no question of appointing
a new committee, because I do not

-
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[Dr. V. K. R. V. Rao]

expect that there is going to be any
difficulty about accepting the recom-
mendations of this committee.

Shri R. K. Amin suggested that the
committee should discuss the names
with ex-vice-chancellors, academic
council members and so on. I think
my hon. friend as a distinguished
professor from another university
should know that if the committee
starts discussing the names of possible
vice-chancellors with a large num-
ber of people, apart from productive
results emerging, nobody would be
prepared to commit himself to that
kind of process.

SHRI R. K. AMIN: I was not tal-
king about names, but only about
discussions with them.,

DR, V. K. R. V. RAO: My hon.
friend Shri Bibhuti Mishra, for
whom 1 have great respect, and who
has spent his lifetime in national
service, had raised the question of
nomination. I have already said this
morning that I am all with him. This
nomination is only a temporary fea-
ture and it will be replaced by elec-
tion.

Regarding replacing the Visitor by
the Minister, it is not possible to do
it by an Act. But I have already
said in the other House that consti-
tutionaly, the Education Minister has
the constitutiona] responsibility of
advising the Visitor on the discharge
of his functions. So, what he has in
mind will obviously come to pass.

Shri Shiva Chandra Jha said that
the terms should be reduced to two
years. I am going to try my best to
see that this is over before the end
of two years. But one hag always to
provide for contingencies and that is
why a period of three years has been
provided, because I do not want any
chaotic situation to arise in case we
are not able to do it due to some
reason or the other, That is why
we have kept it at three years.
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DR. V. K. R. V. RAO: I would
request the hon Member not to sug-
gest that disturbances would ke
caused if Dr. Hazari Prasad Dwivedy
continues. He has already resigned
and his resignation is with me, but
at my request he has agreed not to
press his resignation but continue in
office till a new wice-chancellor is
appointed. My own impression is, and
I have also been informed by many
people that Dr. Hazari Prasad Dwive-
dy is a very good man: he may not
be very strong man, but he is a per-
son who has great eminence; he is
a man of Ereat eminence in literary
circles he is a very kind-hearted per-
son, and I think that we should allow
him to continue and he js more than
prepared to leave the moment the
new vice-chancellor comes,

SHRI BIBHUTI MISHRA: I with-
draw my amendments (78 and 79).
Amendments Nos, 78 and 79 were, by

leave, withdrawn.

SHRI R. K. AMIN: In the Univer-
sity it is an accepted principle that
there should not be any body which
is a supreme body in the University.
The various powers are divided bet-
ween various bodies. There are cer-
tain matters in which the Academic
Council is supreme, There are cer-
tain matters in which the Executive
Council js supreme. That is how the
academic freedom and autonomy of
the University is being respected.
Here in the earlier Act when it is
mentioned that the supreme body is
the Court, it was wrong. When you
say that jt is an advisory body, it is
also wrong. Since this is a temporary
measure, I do not mind, but in the
permanent Act, the Court should not
be made an advisory body. For ex-
ample, statutes are passed by the
Court and ordinances are passed by
the Executive Council. That sort of
division of labour, division of powers
ought to be there and T hope the hon.
Minister will keep in mind this prin-
ciple when he brings forward the
comprehensive Bill.
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DR. V. K. R. V. RAO: I want w0
point out that as far as the compre-
hensive Bill js concerned, definitely
what was said by Prof. Amin will pe
borne in mind. There will be a pro=
per division of powers between tne
various authorities of the University.
This, Sir, is only a temporary mea-
sure which is based exactly on the
lines of the measure under which the
Aligarh University is governed. 1
would suggest that from the point of
expeditious work as well as quick im-
plementation of things, it is better to
concentrate on the Executive Coun-
cil and let the court function as an
Advisory Body.

But
this morning T had a whole one
hour discussion with the Deans of
the warious faculties in the Banaras
Hindu University and I was gratified
to know that in the College of
Oriental Studies wast majority of
students come from other than TUP
and Bihar.

SHRI C. K. BHATTACHARYA
(Raiganj): Mr. Chairman, this is the
third Enquiry Report that has come to
us within a short time about this Uni-
versity. I believe that the present diffi-
culties of the unfortunate University
flow from a decision taken at Delhi.
I call that decision an injudicious de-
cision, and that decision taken at
Delhi was for the removal of Dr. Sen
from the Vice-Chancellorship of the
University. When Dr. Sem was put
there as Vice-Chancellor, the Univer-
sity was in a state of turmoil. In
that state of turmoil, Dr. Sen went
there as Vice-Chancellor and by his
handling of the situation he brought
peace and order in the University.
But before he could complete his
work, before he could consolidate the
atmosphere of peace and order that
he has brought about in the Univer-
sity, he was suddenly shifted from
the University and brought over to
Delhi. That is the real cause of the
present trouble. If Dr. Sen had re-
mained there, I believe he could
have brought the University to comp-
lete peace and allowed an atmosphere
to grow in which the University
would have found itself working in
complete peace and order.

Regarding the ingquiry committee, I
admire the educational experts, but I
take my hat off to them when I see
the quickness with which they change
their opinion. The powers of the
court are being changed again tnday.
At the time when Shri M. C. Chagla.
was the Education Minister, a Bill
was brought and the character of the
court was changed. At that time, the
court had no power and the inguiry
committee reported that the troubles
of the university originated from the
fact that the court had no actual po-
wer. So, Shri M. C. Chagla amend-
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ed the provision and gave pwores to
the court. Today, another Edmocatiom
Minister has come, and supported by
the inquiry committee report of an-
dther distinguished vice-chancellor
holding that the troubles of the umi-
versity originated from the fact that
the court had powers, is. seeking 1o
take away the powers from the court.
Between these two different opiniona
of the educational experts, 1 find my-
sel? completely confounded as to
whom we should follow and how
we are to be guided.

Regarding elections, the Radha-
krishna Commission on universities
had made the specific recommenda-
tion that the element of elections
should be removed from the unjver-
sities as far as possible, Their re-
commendation was that in place of
elections, the principle of rotation
should be accepted. I believe that
that recommendation of the Radha-
krishnan Commission was not experi=
mented upon in the different univer-
sities, so that we are finding ourselves
now in a contraversy a3 to whather
elections should be there or nomina-
tions should be there, The principle
recommended by the University Edu-
cation Commission might have been
a substitute to work upon and helped
the universities, In fact, another in-
quiry Committee headed by Shri G.
C. Banerjee, the Rajasthan Univer-
sity Vice-chancellor also made that
recommmendation. They went even to
the length of saying that the students’
union election in the universities
shoulg also be removed. Their opi-
nion was that the conflict and the con-
troversy that came about in the stu-
dents’ union elections led to troubles
in the university and disturbed the
peace in the university. That was

I do not know whether
when the complete Bill comes, those
recommendations will be given any
consideration,

In conclusion, I would like ta make
a brief reference to the name of the
university. If you go and see the
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foundation-stone of the universily
you will find the name “Kashi Vish=
wavidyalaya” discribed on it. That
was the name given to the university
At the time when Shri M. C. Chagla
by Pandit Madan Mohan Malaviya.
In fact, when Dr. Ram Manohar Lohia
was there, he repeatedly suggested
that the name given to the university
by its founder and what was inscribed
on the foundation-stone ghould be ac-
cepted. But somehow when the
origina] Bill came to be passed by the
then legislative Assembly and fell in-
to the hands of the Education Mem-
bers of those times, they brought in
the name that 'might suit the British
administration which was prevailing
at that titme. We may accept the
pame as given in the foundation-stone,
and I'wish that the Education Minister
accepts my suggestion and restores o
the wniversity the mame inscribed in
the foundation stone by the founder
himself.

SHRI S, KANDAPPAN
‘We all agree to it.

SHRI C, X. BHATTACHARYYA:
Since 1 was referring to the founder,
1 shall say that he was one of the
greatest men in India, a man from
whose lips even one little harsh word
would not escape, a man who from
the nail of his toe to the tip of his
hair was a picture of humility, was a
_picture of screne peacefulness. It is
most unfortunate that an institution
bearing his memory and which had
been his handiwork all through, be-
cause the Government of India had
given no money and it was he who
had collected Rs. 1 crore and founded
it'—a unique achievement for one in-
dividua] in any country in the world,
—should come to this pass. I only hope
and pray that his blessings might
come over the university and give it
peace.

DR. V. K. R. V. RAO: A number
of suggestions were '‘made by my hon.
friend, Shri Shiva Chandrg Jha. One
of them was that the term of the Exe-
cutive Council should be five years
instead of three years. The difficulty
would be this. When the new Bill
comes, the whole constitution of the
Executive Council will be changed;
they will not be nominated members;
they will be more than eight, and so
on. Therefore, the term has been
kept at three years because we do
not want the present composition and
the present Bill to last for one day
more than three years; we want that
to end earlier.

‘Regarding the question of the num-
ber of Members of Parliament, we
have followed the same procedure
which hag been followed in regard to
the Aligarh University. People are
wvery keen that there should not be
any differentiation between the Ali-
garh University and the Banaras
Hindu University in regard to govern-
dnce and so on. This is exactly what
has been provided -in Aligarh Univer-
sity. When we come to the bigger
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Bill which I propose to bring for both
the Universities stmultaneously—
whether such a thing is possible, I
would like the Joint Committee to
consider—then we shall see what will
‘be the representation of Members of
JParliament,

Regarding the question that only
15 should be nominated because of 30
are, nominated, they will all be poli-
-ticians, it is true that in the Visitor
‘being, advised by a Cabinet Minister
‘who i#8 a member of a political party,
‘there may be a danger that a political
.considerations will weigh with him in
Buggesting nominations. ...

SHRI MADHU LIMAYE: Ng nomi-
nation,

‘DR. V. R. K. V. RAO: I would like
4o assure this House that to the best
-of my ability I shall see that educa-

tional and functional considerations
prevail rather than political or party
consideration.

Then a suggestion was made by
Shri Jha about free studentship. Un-
fortunately I cannot put in that am-
endment here. But I shall see that,
when I write to them, this point is z1so

mentioned,

Regarding student participation in
politics, I do not think that it is neces-
sary to have a specific committee for
that purpose. If I may express my
own personal view which may or may
not be acceptable to all sections of the

House, I do not think that it is de- -

sirable or possible to insulate students
from political thinking or from politi-
ca] ideas. What we want to see from
the point of view of working of the
University is that students should not
take part in politics in such a manner
that inflammatory feelings are aroused
in the Campus, then processions are
formed and violence takes place.
Subject to that, there should be every
opportunity for students to listen to
to political thinkers, not only listen
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fo them but also cross-examine them,
to develop political thinking, politi-
cal rationality, political sanity, poli-
tu,'a:l‘ credibility, so that the various
political parties can go and talk to
them and be cross-examined by
them and the students’ political think-
ing will become completely mature.
The only thing that I would like to
say to all my hon. friends is that, while
students should, in my opinion, have
political clubs, discuss political prob-
lems, invite political people for the
purpose of discussion and so on, one
thing on which we should all agree
upon, whatever be the ideclogy whe-
ther it is Jan Sangh or Communist
Marxist or any other ideology, is that
non-violence should be the rule of
accepted political behaviour within the
Campus. Once we do that, almost
all the problems that we have been
faced with either from one side or
from the other, will be properly
dealt with. This is one thing where,
I hope, we will get the co-operation
of all the political parties as far as
the Campus is concerned. I am not
talking about streets; that is not my
job; I am only concerned with
University Campus.

Regarding the question of nomi-
nation, I have already answered my
hon. friend, Shri Raj Deo Singh,
that nomination will take into ac-
count educational and functional
considerations.

Ag regards the amendment moved
by Mr. Amin, who is not here now,
that at least two of the members of
the Executive Council should be
nominated from University emplo-
yess, I propose to do so on any
case; that was the the recommend-
dation of the Gajendragadkar Com-
mittee and I have already accepted
that. The only thing is that it is
not put in the ferm of a regulation
here.

Mr. Bibhuti Mishra talked about
election. I have already said that
nominations are only temporary.
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There should be no question of no-
mination being the principle of
University Eovernance . . .

AN. HON. MEMBER: The num-=-
ber should be doubled.

DR. V. K. R. V. RAO: 1 have
already given the answer. When
we come to the permanent Bill, we
shall see what should be the num-
ber.

DR. V. K. R. V. RAO: I am rather
sorry that Shri Misraji referred to

alive he is dead. Not only he is dead,
‘but his son who was a friend of mine is
also dead Prof. Seshadri was a very
distinguished educationist. He com=
manded very high respect. Sir,
each person functions in his own
time according to his own like. Prof.
Seshadri had a very large number
of students, may be he did not get
on well with Mr Misra., I under-
stood his saying that we must have
-more philosophers in the Court.
That I can understand. Philosophers
are a useful set of people. But I
do not think, Sir, we should say
anything about Prof. Seshadri. But
certainly I will keep the suggestion
in mind that when constituting the
Board some philosophical element
is introduced in the court at the
proper time.

A suggestion was made about the
students’ participation by my friend
Mr. Madhukar. He said that the
Vice-Chancellor should be appointed
in consultation with the students.
Well, I think it is an ideal. I don't
think it is an ideal that can be
brought into practice to-day. In any
way, I am sure, sooner or later that
suggestion also will become a part of
the ideology about students’ participa-
tion. For the time being, I am sorry,
he will agree that T may not be so
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rash ag to accept his suggestion. The
Vice-Chancellor should be a very
eminent scholar and should not be
a politician. Well, I don't think we
would like to. have politicans as
Vice-Chancellors. But we want the
Vice-Chancellors should be in a po-
sition to command the respect of the
students, they should have some ad-
ministrative experience and they
should also be generally acceptable
to the people. i

SHRI S. KANDAPPAN: Who will
be just like you.

DR. V. K. R. V. RAO: No, No. I will
be ruled out, If we adopt the eri-
terion put forward by Mr. Misra, I
will be ruled out from becoming

Vice-Chancellor ©of the Banaras
University.
Regarding the suggestions made

by my friend, Shri Mahant Digvijai
Nath, to whom I have great respect
and whom I met many years ago in
Gorakhpur, I appreciate his sug-
gestion that the Education Minister
should be an ex-Officio Vice-Chan-
cellor. First of all 1 do not know
whether it is legally permissible.
There are so many Central Univer=-
ties. If he were to be the Vice-
Chancellor of every central Univer-
sity, he will be like Draupadi, wife
of the five Pandavas. You will have
the Education Minister who will be
the servant of—I do not know—how
many Universities. So, I am sure,
the Mahantji does not want me to be
put in that awkard position.

Regarding the election of the Rec-
tor, the Rector functions as pro-Vice-
Chancellor it would not be possible
to introduce that system. I would
like to consider it if the Rector does
not have any official duties. What
is done in the Edinburgh Universi-
ty? There as well as in a number
of other foreign Universities, I think
the students elect the Rector. He
functions as honoris causa. He has
no particular function. The student
community expresses their admira-
tion for him in whom they have con-
fidence. I would like to think about
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the possibility of having something
like an honorific office of Rector
who will be elected by the student
community as in the case of foreign
Universities.

SHRI MAHANT DIGVIJAI NATH:
‘Indian University Administration’
a booklet jssued by Lhe
Education in 1958 says that the Rec-
tor is elected.

DR. V. K R. V. RAO: I do not
know. Whatever they might have
said in 1958, I am afraid, to the Dbest
of my knowledge and the University

readings, there is no suggestion so .

far that he should be elected. The
Rector wusually means Pro-Vice-
Chancellor. The Rector is not an
honorific office. There should be no
suggestion that he should be elected
by the students.

About the question of rotation to
which my friend, Shri Bhattacharyya
referred it is true that it has not been
tried in many Universities. It has been
tried in Delhi University. When we
come to the structure of the Banaras
University, we will see to what ex-
tent this principle zan be introduced.

Well, about political parties, I have
already mentioned it.

Madhu Limaye about introduction of
expelled students, I have spoken un
that a number of times. I am sure it
is not due to any lack of courage on
my part.

He has given me the assurance
that after the team comes back and
makes a report, he will make some
special funds available for the pur-
pose of student amenilies in Banaras
Hindu University.

I also want to say that 1 hag a
long conversation with ten Deans of
the University this morning, I hope
also to meet some other professors who
have sent telegrams I shall met them
sometme later. I appealed to them to
see that they exercise all their influ-
ence and see that irrespective of ideo-
logies or political party affiliations, the
name of Pandit Madan Mohan Mala-
viya is given the esteem it deserves
and that a proper atmosphere is creat-
ed in the University, All of them were
very happy to associate themselves
with my sentiments,

In particular, I told them about the
importance of having student-teacher
dialogues, student-teacher councils,
some kind of a machinery which will
see that disciplinary action, when
necessary, is taken in g manner that
will give the students 5 feeling that
justice is being done. I also asked
them in general to take note of thea
winds of change that are blowing in
this country not only in terms of banks
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I wonld conclude by making this ap-
peal Lo the hon. House. Let membars
of all political parties please forget
the hard words that might have been
used during the coursg of this debate
either on the Jan Sangh or on the
LSP or on the CPI or on the questicn
of Hindi vs non-Hindi and so on." 1
shoulg like members of ali political
parties in their own way—I do not say
they should issue a joint appeal; I do
not believe in that kind of thing—to
realise one thing and do what is need-
ed. ] am sure they will agree that the
future of Banaras Hindu University is
at stake. It is a disgrace that there have
been so many inquiry commi:ie2s; it
is a disgrace that there should have
been two such Ordinances bringing
inlo Leing a controlled and nominated
university structuring in this Univer-
sity. 1 would appeal to all palitical
parties to see that they do not bring
in any kind of propaganda or agita-
{icn within the university, I am nct
asking for anything outside the Uni-
versity, but within the University, let
there be non-violence, let there be no
use of students for any political pur-
rose. If they agree to this, I am sure
it will enormously helpr us to ensure
peace in the University.

Lastly, I want to appeal, through
you, to the students of Banaras Eindu
University. 1 want to tell them that
they have got a Ereat heritage, The
students of Banaras Hindu University’
had and have 3 great heritage, Kashi—
1 ao not like the word ‘Banaras— is
a piace of very hallowed tradition to
us. It ig the one place in India which
has a continuous academic traditior
for 2,600 years or more. At least from
the days of the Buddha, every learned
mén in this country who wanted to
make a contribution to learning or
knowledge or vision or wisdom went
to Varanasi, went to Kashi, and there
Iie rropounded his theories, was cross-
examined and if he could establish
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himself there then he established him-
self in the rest of the country as well
Combridge and Oxford are 600 and
T00 years old. There is no place in the
whole world where there is such a
coaunuous academic tradition as Ba-
naras has got. The students and tea-
chers of that place have a great tradi-
tivn 1o uphold and fulfil.

I would beg of them: let them for-
gel small things, Let them remember
tney are heirs to a great heritaze. Let
them see to it that peace prevails,
digruUssion prevails, dialogue takes
place and violence is completely es-
chewed. If they do this, I have no
doubt in mind there will be peace in
Bansras Hindu University and Kashi
Viswas Vidayala will once again be-
come one of the premier Universities
of not only this country but of the
entire wide world. With these words
I commend the Bill for the acceptance
of the House.

SHRI GANESH GHOSH (Calcutta
South): Mr. Chairman, Sir, we are
opposed to the imposition of Presi-
dent's rule in any State In our country
ang thus depriving tne peopie of their
democratic rights. We are alsg very
much strongly opposed to a prolonged
imposition of this irrespunsible rule

in the sense that it is not :esponsible
to the people of the State.

And this is what is demandeq now
in Bihar, where a group of irrespon-
sible and corrupt legislators are
changing sides and their allegiance.
It is unfortunate for our country that
after the Fourth General Elections
this corrupt practice became very
much frequent and pronounced in
making it very difficult for a stable
Government in any State and threat-
ening the very basis of Parliamentary
Democracy.
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Mr. Chairman, Sir, it has got to be
said now, that it js the Congress lea-
-ders who introduced this dirty game
in our national politics and practised
it all through these years. It may
not be known to you that in some
States the topmost Congress leaders
and even the Chief Ministers accorded
open receptions to the renegrades
with a view to lure others to  their
Party when it was not at all neces-
sary for them. It is only after the
Fourth General Elections that they
got a rebuff it boomeranged against
them. And when they found that this
dirty game does not pay lasting
dividends, they ‘began to whimper
and cried a halt to it

It is good that the Home Minister at
the Centre descried these defections
in this House and made a joke of the
defectors as ‘Ayarams’ and ‘Gaya-
rams’. We are given to understand
then that this was the latest policy of
the Congress with regard to defec-
tions.

Mr. Chairman, Sir, but we had our
own doubts. Is it not a fact that Con-
gress President in one of the ccngress
mieetings some time back, I think it
was an AICC meeting held in Hydera-
bad, bragged that it was their mission
to overthrow all non-congress Gov-
ernments wherever they existed?
What about the setting up of minority
Governments with congress support,
after overthrowing non-congress gev-
ernments?

Sir, the delay in bringing a legisla-
tion for effectively checking defec-
tions is also not without purpose and
significance,

We do not know if all the avenues
have been explored in Bihar to see if
one party or a group of parties could
form a Government there. If they
have been and found wanting then
their can be no honest reasons or
justifications for not dissolving the
State legislature ang placing the is-
sues before the people. For not
-doing thig there can be only one
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reason—to give the congress leaders
much more chances to trade in  dis-
honest and corrupt legislators. We de-
mand that the Bihar legislature may
be immediatey dissolved and the is-
Ssue be placed before the people as
soon as possible, We know what the
congress president did and how he
tried to utilise the unfortunate Bihar
situation in favour of the Congress
Syndicate during the last presidential
elections.

SHRI KARTIK ORAON (Lohar-
daga): I rise to support the Motion.
Unfortunately for Bihar, our country
has not been able to appreciate de-
mocratic values. We are not in a
position to form stable democratic
governments which would be able to
deliver the goods. Many hon. Mem-
bers spoke last year. When there
was the question of the President’s
rule last year, I said that our country
had utterly failed in experiments in
coalition Government: and If I had
the authority 1 should extend Presi-
dent's rule for six years. It is not
a simple thing. The country has suf-
fered enough by coalition Govern-
ments and by the undemocratic func-
tioning of democratic Governments.
What is the function of Government?
To govern. Ask the people. They
are the best judges whether the demo-
cratic Governments had delivered the
goods. The primary. function of the
Government is to raise the standard
of poverty, not to eliminate poverty.
It is all non-sense to talk of elimi-
nating poverty. No progressive coun-
try has been able to eliminate it,
while some countries have raised the
standard of poverty. As I  said,
people are the best judges to say whe-
ther democratic coalition Govern-
ments had been able to deliver the
goods,

We had democratic Government
from 1947. All the lands belonging
to the tribals had been transferred
to others illegally, in flagrant viola-
tion of the Chotanagpur Tenancy Act.
This is how Government functions.
Whatever Government we have, it
must restore the lands to the original
owners. If T had time, I could have
elaborated that point.

Dr. Chandrasekhar our Minister of
Family Planning had given the slogan:
‘Do Ya Teen Bus.' 1 should like to
say that our Prime Minister, Shrimati
Indira Gandhi thinking in terms of

party planning says: Do Ya Teen Bus.
She hag already taken a step. We
must try to reach that goal. I entire-
ly agree with Mr. Bibhuti Mishra's
views on having three parties. I would
say these parties should be: Con-
gress, Conservative and Communist.
That is the only solution if we want
to have democracy and deliver the
goods to the people. No matter to
what political party one belongs, all
have forgotten their duty and only
indulge in sabre-rattling and mud-
slinging and slogan shouting. It is
time the public twisted the arms of
the legislators so that at least in
future they may be careful. They
must be made to remember that they
had failed the people. It is the duty
of the public to twist the arms of the
legislators so that they could be
brought back to their senses, 1 should
like to ask those legislators who want
to have a coalition Government to
search their hearts to find out whether
they are in a position to form a
stable coalition Government in Bihar.
I tell you that they cannot under the
present circumstances and therefore
they should not try unlesg there is
ideological agreement with all the
constituents of the coalition Gov-
ernment.

SHRI HEM BARUA: (Mangaldai):
Sir, I beg to move the following:—

“That this House takes note of
the destruction of life and proper-
ty caused by the annual floods in
the various river systems in the
country and recommends to the
Government that expert commit-
tees be constituted to consider the
economic and technical feasibility
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of forming two National Grids for
river systems—one for the Indo-
Gangetic Plain and the other for
the Southern Peninsula.”

Floods in the country today are
assuming a menacing dimension.
There are floods all over the country
today in different parts of this coun-
try. Whether it is in the north or it
is in the south, there are floods. And
floods cause destruction. The pattern
of the floods iz the same all over the
country and the suffering caused to
the people is also the same all over
the country. Therefore, I do not want
to go into the account of untold suffer-
ings faced by the people due to floos.
I want to say something about the
Government.

1 will agree with the Government
in one thing particularly, namely, that
floods cannot be eliminated completely.,
But then the intensity of the floods
can by minimised by strategic mea-
sures to plug the vulnerable areas.
This can be done, but whether this
has been done or not is the major
question.

Government have from time to time
appointed so many committees and
commissiong and the committees and
commissions have submitted so many
reports. The reports are in the
Parliament Library. I have gone
through the reports. The suggestions
or the measures to be taken are the
same and even the language in which
these suggestions are made is the
same, What is the use of constituting
these committees and commissions that
make recommendations which we do
not propese to translate into action or
to implement? The commissions and
committees have made sufficient and
adequate number of suggestions and
recommendations. All these recom-
mendations and suggestions are cold-
storaged. That is the trouble.

I remember, in 1954 there was a
Nationa]l Flood Control Policy that
was adumbrated by the Government.
This National Flood [Control Policy
that was adumbrated in 1954 had
three categories of measures—imme-
diate, shorft-term and long-term. Were
all these measure—immediate, short-
term and long-term—taken.

Now in North Bengal there is a
catastophic flood and I remember the
Government of West Bengal saying
that there was a proposal for a master
plan to control floods. This Master
Plan has never come into existence
because of the paucity of funds.

SHRI HEM BARUA: There have
been floods in Bihar, U.P. Assam and
in different parts of the country. As
I have already submitted, various
commissions and committees have
made recommendations and sugges-
tions. They are all in the cold storage.
They are never implemented,

Sir, whenever floods occure we read
in nmewspapers of one thing only that
either the Prime Minister will fly in
a helicopter over a particular flood-
affected area or some Ministers do it.
Last time, [ remember, when there was
flood in Assam, the Prime Minister
flew over the flood-affected area. At
Gauhati airport, there was such a rush
of Congress politicians to get into the
aircraft of the Prime Minister that
even an Enginee in-charge of Flood
Control in the State was left out, He
did not find a seat. Who is important?
Is it an Engineer or politicians who
want to bask in the sun-shine of the
Prime Minister? This is what happens.

Then, there is a report of the high-
level Commission on Floods and,
according to that report, the annual
per capita floods damage is the
heaviest in Assam. Every year, due
to floods all over the country, the na-
tional excheqguer losses to the tune of
errores of rupees. The report of the
high-level Commission on Floods has
pinpointed one thing ......

SHRI HEM BARUA: If the discu-
ssion on floods is reduced to half an
hour, we are not responsible for that,

It is you who are responsible for re-
ducing it to half an hour, It is such
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an  important matter. The floods
have caused an untold misery to the
people of our country.

MR, CHAIRMAN: It is because too
much time was taken on other busi-
ness.

SHRI HEM BARUA: 1 have not

taken too much of time. I have only
started,

When there wag a serious situation
on account of floods in Assam, I sub-
mitted a Short Notice Question, but
that was by-passed; I also gave notice
of a call-attention and that was also
by-passed. We know how you people
:onspire to neglect Assam. You have
always been by-passing any Short
Notice Question or any call-attention
in regard to Assam, and when a dis-
cussion comes here, we are told that
we should not go long. I- am not
going to make a long speech.

Due to floods the national exchequer
suffers to the tune of crores of rupees.
There are two problems: one of ero-
sion and the other of inundation. May
I tell you, Sir, that during a certain
period, when floods are normal, the
damage in Assam is 5 per cent. but
when the floods are abnormal, the
damage is 10 per cent to the agricul-
tural land. Ag I have already said,
the problem that is caused by the
floods is two-fold: one is erosion and
the other, inundation, Erosion has
taken about 50,000 acres of land in-
volving a cost of Rs. 15 crores uptill
now. The total loss to the Assam
exchequer during 1954—1967 is Rs. 103
crores; if comes to Rs. 7.7 crores
annually.

Last time when the floods ravaged,
what happened? The Assam P.W.,D.
required Rs. 25 lakhs to repair bridges
and roads which had been damaged
because of floods. I have told
you about erosion. About 50,000 acres
of land are eroded by the floods.
There is erosion facting the Dhubrl
town. I brought it to the notice of
the Minister, but the Minister wrote
a letter to me saying that the engineer
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of the Assam Government had not
informed him about erosion at Dhubri
town. The Dhubri town is about
to be destroyed and three mills have
to be shifted. Now what has hap-
pened? It ig not a fact that floods
occurred after 1950, Before 1950 also
there were floods, but after 1950 they
have become acute in dimension and
very alarming and menacing, Be-
cause of the earthguake of 1950 the
beds of the river Brahmaputra has
gone up by ten feet and in other
places the bed of the river has gone
up by 18 feet. The beds of the river
have silted. You might say that silt-
ing could be removed by dredging.
By dredging the rivers might be silted
again. I would say that dredging is
a contincus process,

It was only last time that the Minis-
ter sajd that there would be retention
dams. The rains might fall in eatch-
ment area and roll down. You were
telling us about retention dam. Have
you done anything for a retention dam
in Assam? There are multi-purpose
projects for other States, but there is
not even a single multi-purpose pro-
ject for Assam,

The programme for irrigation and
power has to be correlated with the
programme for the control of floods.
Have you correlated the programmes
like that? You have done nothing of
that sort. Assam cannot be your
colony, the colony of New Delhi, You
must give what is legitimately due to
the people of Assam. You have not
given what is legitimately due to the
peolpe of Assam. This is a very seri-
ous matter. Here ig the statement
made by the Ministerr He has
given the account of the entire thing.
There were floods in July, 1969, and
a pieture of the floods that occurred
in July, 1969 has been given. But
don’t forget that the floods are recur-
ring in the State of Assam. Even
now you have floods in Gaohar District.
Now, people’s cultivation is destroyed,
people’s life is destroyed and you have

yourself admitted in this statement
that during this wave of floods some
five human lives were lost, What
happens? Whenever the question of
floods crops up on the floor of this
House, the Minister has a tendency
to say that it is a normal feature, I
remember another Minister told us to
learn to live on stilts, Is there no
solution to the problem? Then another
top leader here who was also a Minis-
ter told us ‘Learn to live with
floods’. This may be original sugges-
tion but all the suggestions, you know,
should be commensurate with the
problem. They are not at all commen-
surate with the problem. Yet these
suggestions were made. This is how
a particular State is neglected,

Now you have floods in UP, Bihar,
Orissa and in North Bengal and
everywhere, What measures have
you taken? Have you taken any
measures to see that the flood do not
occur and erosion of land does not
take place? I hope and trust that the
Government would wake up and not
go on throwing dust into the eyes
of the people by appointing Committee
and Commissions to make recommen-
dations but their recommendations are
put in the cold storage, T would re-
quest the Government to implement
the recommendations made by the
different Commissions and Commit-
tees so that the intensity of the floods
in the country can be reduced to the
minimum, Dr. Rao who is an able and
efficient engineer, who has got a certi-
ficate when he accompanied the Prime
Minister to Assam— I hope and trust
—will try to justify his selection ag a
Minister in Shrimati Indira Gandhi's
Cabinet.

SHRI SEZHIYAN (Kumbakonam):
Sir, 1 beg to move:
“That this House takes note of
the harrowing misery caused by
the droughts in some parts of the
country and recommends to the
Government that an expert com-
mittee be constituted to devise
effective measures tp meet such
situations of natural calamities and
to draw a scheme for better and
~fuller utilisation of water resour-
ceg in the country.”

Sir, the previous speaker, Mr, Hem
Barua, spoke on the havoc done by
floods in Assam. I will present a
different picture—lack of water in
various parts of the country. In
Tamilnadu and other places want of
water does the mischief. There be-
cause of failure of monsoon level of
water in rivers falls and villagers
suffer because of the failure of the
monsoon and the streams dry up and
landg are parched and people have to
go even without drinking water. Sir,
Tamilnadu is going through one of
the severest droughts experienced by
anybody in living memory. 9 lakh
acres of paddy were affected in 1968-
69 and the production of paddy may
fall by about 12 lakhs tonnes, Ac-
cording to official estimates about
Rs. 100 crores will be lost by the farm-
ing section in Tamilnadu alone. The
Tamilnadu Government has allotted
about Rs. 20 crores and has received
grants to the tune of Rs. 7.5 crores
from the Centre. The Tamilnadu
Government hag instituted schemes to
fight drought condition: which, when
completed, may cost Rs. 41 crores.
Sir., the drought iz not confined to
Tamilnadu alone. If you take the en-
tire picture of India, there are flonds
in one State while there is drought in
another State, Normaley does not
obtain anywhere. In the current year
as many as 15 million people have
been affected by drought conditioms in
nine States. They are; Rajasthan,
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Gujarat, Tamilnadu, Haryana, U.P.,
Andhra Pradesh, Mysore, Madhya
Pradesh and Pondicherry. We hear

harrowing tales of the people from
these States. Sir, about g million peo-
ple have been affected in the Ghazi-
pur district alone. I am not geing in-
to detail. But what should be the
solution? There should be no tinker-
ing with the problem. Without always
depending on grants and doles, we
should devise permanent measures to
meet these natural calamities, We
may not be able to prevent a heavy
rain or the failure of the monsoun.
These are the vagaries of the weath-
er. Bui we can certainly mitigate, if
not prevent the damages done by
floodg and by drought. Controlling
the floods and trying to meet the
drought conditiong should be our aim.

Sir, if 'vou go through the three
five-year plans you will find that in
the first five-year plan they allotted
Rs. 14 crores for flood control; in the
second five-year plan they  allotted
Rs. 48 crores; and in the third
five-year plan they allotted Rs, 82
crores. That means, in the whole
of the three five-year plans only
Rs. 144 crores were allotted for
flood control. Whereas, if you take
the amount lost in flood, you will find
this. In the year 1967 alone about 127
crores have been lost by floods. In
1968 it was Rs. 166 crores and in
1969 Rs. 138 crores out of which
Rs, 100 crores account for the cyclone
in Andhra Pradesh.

Therefore, Sir, my main theme is
this, We lose so much. We should
take a comprehensive scheme and
flood-control measures and try to meet
the drought situation. This can be
done in some ways. Linking the
rivers as suggested already is one mea-
sure. ‘TheTe is a swollen river and
there is a space river; this can be
connected up by a grand canal link-
ing them. Whether you could have
two zones or three zones, I have it
to the practicality of the situatiom.
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But, that is a very good suggestion,
and as Dr. Rao has said in reply to a
question in this very House on July
31st, 1967, we can certainly control
the floods if we are given about Rs.
2,000 crores.” It won't be available
in a single stroke, but we should have
a phased programme to implement
that one and linking the rivers.

The second thing is about the tapp-
ing of the subsoil water, We could
not tap the sub-soil water. The pre-
sent wells cannot be deepened, be-
cause, in Tamilnadu we saw in many
areas thal. we have been dependent
upon the wells and ponds and irriga-
tion tank: and there the water level
is going down. Unless we go deeper
intc the carth and try to take water
resources that are buried deep down
this problem cannot be solved, This
hag been analysed very much by a
scientist vho came here about two or
three months ago. There was a con-
ference” held, a seminar and a sym-
posium held by the National Institute
of Scienerg in India, on Planning for
drought-areas. 1 think Mr. A P.
Shinde also attended that one. There
it was resolved that a phased pro-
gramme for launching an integrated
agricultural development programme
in drought-prone areas in the country
should be taken up. It has been re-
commended at the two days sympo-
sium, I do not know what follow-up
action hasg been taken by the Govern-
ment in this regard.

Also, Sir, in this country two ex-
perience experts from East Germany
came and visited the places in March
this year. They are Mr. R, Grenke
and Dr. S. Ott. specialists in explora-
tion and exploitation of underground
water resources from East Germany.
After g six week study tour of seven
States, must prone to drought, they
are of the opinion—a press report has
been given—that drought can be en-
tirtly eradlcated from the country in
sbout five ‘years with gystematic and
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concerted exploitation of underground
water resources, They have stated:

“Not enough has been done”.
—they told Reporters in New Delhi—

“by way of utilizing the latest
methodg in hydro-geological sur-
veying. And what has been done
is not properly coordinated by
the official and non-official bodies
in the field”

Therefore, the enormity of the pro-
blem is there. What we are doing
is only thinkering. We are only treat-
ing the symptom instead of going in-
to the root cause of the disease and
curing it. Therefore, droughts and
floods will continue to be there if we
are not able to control them. China
had that trouble. Russia had that one.
In America, the T.V.A, system had
that treuble. Ewven Japan had that
one. Those countries took steps with
for the exploration and exploitation
of sub-soil water and linking the
rivers. This is the only solution.
Without for ever depending upon the
doles for the drought-affected areas.
we should, now boldly come out to
have a master plan to tap the sub-soil
water and to link the river systems.
With these words, I conclude. Thank
you.

MR, CHAIRMAN: Motion moved:

‘That this House takes note of
the harrowing rmisery caused
by the droughts in some parts of
the country and recommends to
the Government that an expert
committee be constituted to devise
effective measures to meet such
situations of natural calamities
and to draw g scheme for bet-
ter and fuller utilisation of water
resources in th country.”

CORRECTION OF ANSWER TO S.Q.
NO. 784 Re, DECONTROL OF SUGAR

AUGUST 30, 1169
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THE MINISTER OF FQOD AND
AGRICULTURE (SHRI JAGJIWAN
RAM): Sir, during the course of
supplementary questions by Shri V.
Krishnamoorthy on Starred Question
No, 784 answered on the 28th August,
1969 in this House ] had stated that
there could not be any permission to
pay below the minimum price of
sugarcane and that no body could
permit that. The fact, however, is as
follows:—

The Government of Tamil Nadu
had made a specific representation to
the Central Government in the 1st
week of July, 1969 i.e. at the fag end
of the crushing season that some un-
registered sugarcane was lying in the
areas of some sugar factories in the
State, which was drying up and ‘that
the sugar factories were nol preparced
to crush it at the prevailing rate of
cane price on account of very low
recovery likely to be obtained there-
from. The State Government request-
ed that they might be permitted to
allow a rebate in the minimum price
of sugarcane. The State Government
also reported that the cane growers
were finding it difficult to dispose of
the cane. The Central Government
agreed with the proposal of the State
Government, on the specific condition
that there should be an agreement
between the cane growers and the
sugar factories in this regard and that
the rebate should be calculated with
reference to the estimated fall in
recovery of sugar from such sugar-
cane. The Government of India Noti-
fication No. GSR 1813|Ess. Com]
Sugarcane, dated the 4th  October,
1968 provides that the Central Gov-
ernment or with the approval of the
Central Government. the State Gov-
ernment or any officer or authority of
the Central or State Governments may
allow a suitable rebate in the mini-
mum price for any valid reason to
be specified by the said Govern-
ment, officer or authority,
