En-
quiries made by Government show
that three automatic machines are
now being developed in a Leningrad
Printing Machinery Plant, one of
which is meant for setting and casting
of type lines automatically from books
and magazines, headlines, advertise-
ments of a decorative nature and also
texts in various languages with a
large number of alphabet symbols.
It is, however, understood that these
machines are still in an experimental
stage.

Electrical Goods

2970. Shri Jhulan Sinha: Will the
Minister of Commerce and Industry
be pleased to state:

(a) what percentage of our require-
ments of electrical goods are available
from indigenous sources including the
Heavy Electricals Limited, Bhopal; and

(b) how things stood in this res-
pect at the beginning of the First Five
Ycar Plan?

The Minister of Industry (Shri
Manubhaj Shah): (a) In so far as the
heavy electrical equipment such as
Generating plant, heavier sizes of
transformers, motors, telecommunica-
tions equipment and special electric
instruments and apparatus etc. are
concerned, the entire requirement of
these are being imported so far; the
Heavy Electricals Ltd., Bhopal having
commenced production only very re-
cently. In respect of equipment such
as transformers and motors of medium
ranges, Copper conductors, ACSR,
rubber and P.V.C. insulated cables
and wires, Fans, Radios, dry batteries,
storage batteries etc., the demand is
by and large being met from indi-
genous production. The targets fixed
for these industries for 1960-61 have
more or less been realised. The
