The State Government in their MemOl'an-
dum to Central ' Government has reported 
damages to 2491 number of tanks and other 
minor irrigation sources under irrigation 
Department and 7109 number under Pan-
chayat Raj. The State Government has 
further assessed the amount required for 
their repair as Rs. 672.51 lakhs and Rs. 
667.131akhs respectively. A Central team 
'visit the St e from 27th to 3Jst October. 
1983 to as ess the requirement of relief 
assistnce. Financial assi tance is provided 
to ~tate Government after the High Level 
Committee considers and recommends the 
relief assistance on the basis of the Report 
of the Central team.

financial help for the said TeJugu Ganga 
Projcot? 

TH MINISTER OF STATE OF THE 
MINISTR Y OF IRRIGATION (SHRI 
RAM NIWAS MIRDHA) : (a) to (c). The 
Telugu Ganga Proj ct Report has been 
received recent}) on 3.12.1983 in the Central 
Water Commission from the Government 
of Andhra Pradesh for technical xamina-
tion and obtaining approval of the Planning 
Commi sion. The project envisages to 
provide irrigation to 5.80 I kh ha. in Kur-
nool, Cuddapah, NeUore and Chittor dist-
ricts of Andbra Pradesh and enables con-
veyance of 15 TMC of Krishna waters from 
Srisailam Reservoir to Tamil Nadu border 
for Madras City Water Supply. The Project 
is estimated to cost Rs. 637 crores for the 
work in Andhra Pradesh up to the Tamil 
Nadu border. Thi co t howev r. includes 
R ' . 51.59 crOTes being the cost of the com-
mon works upto BanakachenUa cross 
regulator which io; to be app rtioned bet oN en 
Srisai lam Right Bank Canal Project and 
Telugu Ganga Project later on. The esti-
mated cost does not include the share 
component of Sri ail m Reservoir and 
Somasila Reservoir charge ble to the Telugu 
Ganga Project for using the facility ,of tbese 
reservoirs for this project. The total cost 
of the project of Rs. 637 cror s is proposed 
to be shared Rs.4 9 crores by Andbra 
Pradesh and Rs. 188 crOfes by Tamil Nadu. 

A request \\ a earlier received from the 
Government of Andhra Pradesh for taking 
over this project a a entra) Project for 
funding. Irrigation being a State subject. it 
is funded by the States. The Centre provi-
des block loans/grants to the States towards 
plan expenditure, not tied to any particular 
sector / project. 
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
