Route Relay Interlocking system is to
be extended, the extent depending on

traffic requirements and availability
of funds.

Dum on Eastern Railway; Delhi Main,
Delhi Kishanganj and Delhi-Shahdara
on Northern Railway: Kalyan on
Central Railway and Madras Central
on Southern Railway.

(e) The system is working satisfac-
torily.

(d) The estimated cost of the instal-
lation on Southern Railway which
covers Basin Bridge, Washermanpet,
Korukkupettai and Veyasarpaudy, is
Rs. 19.77 lakhs.

The erection of the first girder
has also been completed and that of
second span is in progress. About %0
per cent. of the approach banks has
been completed.
