Judging from the insdequacy of the
credit schemes of banks and the deficien-
cies 1n  the internal organisation and
admimistrative set up n banks the Com.
nutiee has suggested lines of action in
regard to provisions of credit to profess.
onal and self-employed Peison  The
Committee’s recommendation s that the
ciedit schemes should be flexible and take
into account the special neéds of indivi-
dual entrepreneurs , the emphasis of lend-
ing, should be on viability rather than on
security The Committeé has recommen.
ded that special jactlities are necessaty for
the relatively undeideveloped areas as
well as the weakcr sections of the society,
It has laid emphasis on the de\elopmént
of household and cottage industries,

In regprd to orggnisational matters
the Commutige feels that the discremonary
rowers of the branch agents bs enhageed
with due carg and that massive training
programme should be airanged for them,
it has recommended setting up of multi-
Service sgemrcies 18 various parts of the
chustry by banks with mutual co.opers»
tion tu provide techmico! assistanve o
self-employed persoms and offer guidance
sbout Ffeasibility of the projects or pro-
posals.

The Commitiee hus stréssed the védd
for further hberglisation of the lerms
conditions of advances.

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The Committes has stated that in suit-
able cases banks may give due weightage
to the technical contribution of the entre-
prensurs while giving assistance. It has
also stated that 1n appropriate cases where
the self-smployed persons just starl
husiness or leave well established 10bs and
take up self.employment, the Scheme
should provide for reasonable poreonal
drawings during the fust year or two
which will be 1a addition to the basic
loan, and that the banks should not insist
on the guaiantee of third parties for the
grant of loans as a matier of course

Recommending the use of simpliiied
forms for use by professional and retai-
lers, the Committee has stressed the need
for a suitable machinery for prompt detec-
tion of unhealthy trends and fo1 banks to
organise adeQuate follow-up and supervi-
sion arigpgements and for eftecting reco-
very of advances according to schedule.

The Commtiee tecommended that
Reserve Bank of India may work outa
syitable programme 10 help the small
entrepreneurs who ate put to difhiculties
because of delay 1n payment of their biils
by large and medwum industries and by
Government Depaitments and public sectot
concerns The Commttee has also
emphasived the need for ciedit-planning
and for financing the schemes on the
basis of additional deposists mobilised by
the banks

The recommendations of the Committee
are being processed by the Reserve Bank
of India and the Government The Reserve
Bank of India on March 19, 1971 has
1ssued a circular Istter to the Chiet
Executive Officers of all commegrciat
banks indicating a set of broad guidelives
based on the Thakkar Committee Report
Banks have also been asked to liberalise
the terms and conditions tn the manner
suggested by the Thakkar Commuttee,

A Commiites has alio been appointed
