To avoid inconvenience to 
public, two supplem"ntary directories for 
Patna Exchange and one supplementary 
directory each for Ranchi and Samastipur 
Exchdnges were printed during 1970. 
Arrangements have also been made to ex-
pedite publication of a new edition. 
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
