THE MINISTER OF STATE IN THE 
MINISTRY OF HOME AFFAIRS (SHRI 
K C. PANT) : (a) and (b) : Yes, Sir. The 
Report on "Civil Engineers in India-Stock, 
Demand and Supply** published very recent-
ly by the Institute of Applied Manpower 
Research contains an assessment that by 
1973-74, there will be a surplus of 3,000 civil 
engineering graduates and a  shortage of 
9>?00 civil engineering diploma-bolders. The 
shortage would be very marginal, about 
6,900, in comparison to  the total stock of 
about 1,50,000 civil engineers in the country 
ia 1973-74. The future demand for engineer* 
urt the enrolment targets in engineering 
"mnutions being continuosly reviewed 
by G°vemment, so that remedial m easnra 
ca» be taken in time.
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
