Thia falls
short of the demand by about 1.5
milllon tonnes only. The demand at
the end of Sth Plan {5 estirmted ot
about 28 million tonnes correspond-
ing to a capacity of 33 million tonnea
on the basis of 85 per cent utilisa-
tion of capacity. As a result of various
letters of intent/licences issued ahud
apeEtrd to be imved in near future,
it {s enticipated that during the 5th
Plan period, a capacity of 288 milion
