However, the prices
of certain other commodities such
ag edible oil, sugar, ptotoes and
cloth have shown an upward ftrend.
There is normal tendency for the pri-
ces to go up during the lean period
every year. This year it was accentua-
ted to some extent on account of delay
in the onset of monsoon and deficient
rain in the beginming of the miny sea-
son.
