may, however be -mentioned that a
balanced diet provides for, apart from
foodgrains, a number of other food
items, namely, vegetables, fruits, milk
and mulk-products, meat, fish, eggs etc.
Since the per capita availab:lity of
food items other than fjodgrains falls
short of nutritional requirements and
also in many cases the:r prices rule at
levels which are too high for a vast
majority of the people, it would be ne-
cessary to provide for higher intake of
foodgrains to a level even higher than
that prescribed in a balanced nutri-

ticnal diet, With this in view the Gov-
ernment have been trying o secure as
higher a rate of growth ag possible in
foodgran production with the avail-
able financial resources and subject to
constraints with regard to availability
of irrigation, fertiliserg and other in-
puts.
