Three fourths of the total
Central Assistance allocated for a
financial year is, however, released in
lumpsum ways and means advances
to the State Governments in nine
equal instalments during the course
of the year. In view of this position,
the question of sanctioning assistance
specifically for the National Water
Supply & Sanitation Programme
(Rural) does not arise,
