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400 acres of private owned land which
falls within the revenue area of DEHRI
and ITARSI is being acquired for ad-
ministrative accommodation including
residential quarters and for other tech-
nical purposes.

(d) The area selected for the Range
is approx. at a distance of 16 miles from
TTARSI town. This area is undevelop-
ed and schooling and other essential faci-
lities do not exist in the vicinity of the
range area. The residential quarters
are, therefore, being built in the area
approx. 24 miles away from ITARSI
Railway Station where such facilities al-
ready exist. In case the residential
quarters are built in the vicinity of the
Range area, considerable expenditure
will have to be incurred by way of pro-
viding essential facilities.
