THE DEPUTY PRIME MINISTER

total income-tax collections in the
charge of Commissioner of Income-tax
Assam during 1966-67 were Rs. 5.12
crores.

(b) The collections during 1965-66
amounted to Rs. 4.33 crores. The col-
lections in 1966-67 have therefore gone
up by Rs. 79 lakhs as compared to the
collections in 1965-66.

‘P’ FORM FOR VISITS ABROAD

(a) whether it is a fact that due to
inordinate delays is issuing ‘P’ forms,
persons going abroad on invitation of
foreign agencies and in whose cases no
foreign exchange is required are often

There is no delay or inconvenience
in granting approvals for passages in
cases where individuals are proceeding
abroad on invitation from foreign agen-
cies if the application is given in time
with all requisite documentation in sup-
port. In some cases the applicants do
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not supply complete information and the
Reserve Bank has perforce to obtain
the required details before they could
consider the application and this may
take time.

Diesel Oil, both high speed
and low speed, are petroleum products
obtained by refining the crude oil pro-
duced in the oilfields. The present pro-
duction of these products in the indige-
nous refineries is sufficient to meet all
of the demands, including those for
locomotives and the motor vehicles.
