(b) The theme of one of the maIn 
items was Pakistan-China friend~hip 
against the back-drop of Ute 1965 con-
flict. In this sequence, Chinese lind 
Pakistani troops were seen marchlni 
against what the commentator des-
cribed as the reactionary forces of 
Bharat.

its fight against what he called India's 
expansionist design.
