This Library has received in
the past the following non-recurring
grants on ad hoc basisg for publication
of rare manuscripts and catalogues
of manuscripts:

There has been a suggestion that the
Central Government may take over
the Raza Library on the same lines
as the Khuda Bakhsh Oriental Pub-
lic Library Patna. The suggestion
will be considered in the light of the
criteria that the Centra]l Government
may lay down on the recommenda-
tion of a Committee of experts which
has recently been set up for the pur-
pose, and which a library should ful-
fil before it can be considered for
being declared as an institution of
national importance. The Govern-
ment of Uttar Pradesh will also be
consulted on the suggestion.
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
