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(b) No, Sir. However, the Chairman 
of tbe Study Team on Agriculture Admi-
nistration, a non-official resident of Mysore 
State, was allowed to have bis beadquarter 
in Dangalore with a small office. This 
office involved an expenditure of about 
Rs. 8,OOO!- including rent, electricity and 
telepbone cbarges etc., and fun~tioned from 
lst July, 1966 to 30th September 1967. It 
was wound up after the submission of the 
report by that Study Team.

The 
Security Forces bad 26 encounters with 
Mizo rebels aod 18 encounters with Naga 
hostiles during the montbs of March aod 
April, 1968. In tbese encounters 38 Secu-
rity Forces personoel lost their lives aod 
47 were wounded. The C8sualti .. , amongst 
the bostiles are estimated at 10 killed and 
10 wounded during the month of March, 
1968. Casualties suffered by tbe hostiles 
during April, 1968 are not yet known. 
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
