PLANNING AND URBAN DEVELOP-
MENT (SHRI B. S. MURTHY) : (a) to
(c). Yes, on experimental basis the Delhi
Development Authority have taken up
construction of 280 prefabricated muiti-
storeyed houses in Block ‘C’ of Safdarjang
Residential Scheme (Bhimnagri). Out of
these, 72 houses are expected to be com-
pleted shortly and will be put to sale to
general public in the Middle Income
Group, i.e. whose annual income ranges
between Rs. 6,001 and Rs. 15,000. These
flats will be offered for sale to persons who
do not own in Delhi any other plot or
house in full or part on lease-hold/free
hold basis in their own names or in the
name of their wife-husband or any depen-
dant relations and who have been residing
in Delhi for the last five years. The esti-
mated cost of construction of each three-
roomed set, with kitchen and W.C. (Plinth
area 706 sq. ft.) is Rs. 24,300, including the
cost of land. 50%, of the dwelling units
will be reserved for salaried group and
159, for Scheduled Castes/Scheduled Tribes,
