The Minister of Education (Shri
M. C. Chagla): (a) and (b). The
State Governments are primarily con-
cecned with  the problem of giving
adequate salaries  to teachers at all
stages including the Higher Secondary
stage. The Government of India have
been rmpressing upon the State Gov-
ernments the need to improve the emo-
luments, service conditions and quali-
fications of teachers at a step essen-
tial to qualitative improvement.
They have also advised State Govern-
ments to remove disparities in the pay
scales of Aided and Government

School Teachers.  The Central Gov-
ernment have been assisting State
Governments on 50:50 basis for im-
provement of salaries of teachers as a
scheme in the State Sector. It is esti-
‘mated that about Rs. 37 crores will
have been spent during the Third Plan
on these Plan schemes. Some State
Govermments have also improved the
salary scuales of teachers from the non-
Plan Sector. As a result of all these
efforts, salaries of teachers have im-
proved although there is room for
further improvement in some States
particularly.

The Government of India have no
information that there is any special
discontentment amongst the Higher
Secondary School Teachers as such.
The general demand of teachers for a
rise in salaries is also linked wiih the
increase in the cost of living.
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
