SHRI E.T. MOHAMMED BASHEER (PONNANI): Sir, with regard to the
exorbitant ticket fares in flights, the hon. Minister, in his reply, has stated
what best he can do in this regard. The Ministry had consultation with the
airlines, and the representatives were advised to self-regulate and keep
passengers’ interests in mind while fixing ticket rates. Through you, |
would like to ask the hon. Minister, what kind of self-regulation they are
doing except in squeezing kind of exploitation of the passengers. That is
what they are doing. You may give many advices. But how are they
responding?

Sir, you have to realise one thing. To spend vacation, holidays or
even for having treatment, people are coming by road. They are being
exploited like anything. There is no control. The Government is washing
its hands. The Government says, they have nothing to do. Before this rule
came into force, there was another provision. During that time, the
Government could interfere in price rise situation.

Now, Sir, what is happening is this. | wish to bring one thing to the
notice of the hon. Minister. Please take note of it. The Report of the
Parliamentary Standing Committee on Tourism states:

“The Committee notes that affordable air transport is a must

for the growth of tourism in India, which is presently reviving.

The Committee recommends that the Ministry may devise

suitable monitoring mechanism to keep a check on the sudden

surge in prices during the festive season, holidays, natural
calamities and things like that.”

Sir,  would like to ask the Government whether the Government can
say that they cannot interfere like that. Are you doing this to the mercy of
private companies? That is not fair. The Government is responsible
towards the tax payers.

You
have high season and you have low season. From October till mid-Jan is

the high season, after that comes a very low season until April-May when
holidays start, and then, again you have a high season till mid-June. This
is not limited to India alone. This is a global phenomenon. Having said
that, from our side, we have monitored fares and a tariff monitoring unit
that looks at 60 routes randomly. If you buy a ticket in advance, this tariff
monitoring unit looks at Day 30 fares, Day 15 fares, Day 7 fares, and
likewise, it goes up to 3, 2 and 1. There are two ways. If you do a booking
in advance, there will be no high fares. But if you do a booking on the last
day, then according to the Reservation Booking Designators, which is the
RBD system, fares do rise as far as airlines are concerned. Having said
that, | would like to place on record two facts. Number one, in the last three
years, if we take all airlines together, they have made losses of close to
between Rs. 55,000 crore and Rs. 1,32,000 crore on an annual basis. The
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COVID-19 pandemic has completely destroyed the financial viability of
airlines. Even in that environment, our airlines have operated on a very
sustainable basis.

The second point | would like to make as far as Basheer ji's
statement is concerned is this. He has talked about high fares. If you look
at the data, | am willing to share the data with him. In Calendar Year
January 2022 till October 2022 and Calendar Year January 2023 till
October 2023, apart from the month of January, across every month, there
has been a decline in fares across most of the routes.

This is keeping seasonality in mind. When there is seasonality, then
the fares do go up. Basheer Saheb, | would like to explain this to you also.
At the end of the day, the aviation turbine fuel is close to 40 per cent of
the operating cost of an airline and the ATF prices have gone up from
Rs.55,000 a kilolitre to Rs.1,50,000 a kilolitre. Though they have gone up
3X, the airfares have gone up no way in rational to that. Today, the ATF
price is down to Rs.1,08,000 a kilolitre which is still close to about two-
and-a-half times from where it was. So, the airlines are operating under
very exogenous circumstances and still providing relief and travel to a
majority of our population at a reasonable cost.

SHRI N. K. PREMACHANDRAN (KOLLAM): Sir, the answer of the hon.
Minister would go to show that as per Sub-Rule (1) of Rule 135 of the
Aircraft Rules, 1937, every Air Transport Undertaking engaged in
scheduled air service is required to establish tariff having regard to all
relevant factors, including cost of operation, characteristic of services and
generally prevailing tariff.

This is my simple question to the hon. Minister. Who is the authority

to monitor the tariff making system? We are having the electricity
regulatory mechanism and there is a regulatory mechanism in the
petroleum sector. In almost all the sectors, there is a regulatory
mechanism to determine the tariff. What is the reason? Even in the case
of motor transport also, the State Governments are determining the bus
fares and all that. Why is such a special treatment or privilege being
provided to the airline sector alone? There is no monitoring mechanism.
There is nothing. Today, the airfare in the Thiruvananthapuram-Delhi
sector is more than Rs.30,000 in the domestic air services.
SHRI JYOTIRADITYA M. SCINDIA: Sir, | would like to respond to
Premachandran ji by saying that | have said repeatedly on the floor of this
House that the civil aviation sector is a deregulated sector. It was
deregulated in the year 1993. We do have a Tariff Monitoring Unit which
does monitor 60 routes on a random basis. Wherever we find that there is
excessive pricing, that has been conveyed to the airlines. Last time when
the prices had gone up, there was a double effect. We had a high season
in April and May. Unfortunately, one of our airlines in our country, Go First,
had shut down. So, there was a double effect. | myself had taken a
meeting of the airlines for specific sectors like Leh, Mumbai, Ahmedabad
and Srinagar where the fares had gone excessive and we had told the
airlines that they must self-regulate.
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Also, out of the 315 routes that were applied by Go First, in those
areas we gave 68 more routes and within a period of 10-15 days, the
prices came down to close to 60-70 per cent from the highs that they had
gone to.

SHRI KODIKUNNIL SURESH (MAVELIKKARA): Hon. Speaker, Sir,
pravasis of Kerala are facing extreme difficulties especially during the
holiday seasons of Christmas, New Year, Onam, Bakra Eid and school
vacations. Majority of Gulf passengers travel in these seasons. They all
belong to working class, and their salaries are very meagre. This is a long
pending demand from the Gulf passengers. The air fare during the peak
season triples, and not only triples but it rises to almost 10 times.

| would like to request the hon. Minister to kindly consider this

demand from pravasi Malayalees seriously.
SHRI JYOTIRADITYA M. SCINDIA: Sir, we have four airports in Kerala. |
would like to report to this Houe that all four airports have international
connectivity at this point of time. Calicut has close to about 416
international flights connected to multiple cities. So is Kochi with 21
airlines. It has close to about 564 international flights per week connected
to 16 cities. Kannur also has close to 98 international flights connected to
almost six or seven cities in the Middle East, and Thiruvananthapuram
also has close to 254 flights connected to about 16 or 18 cities across the
world. So, there is already a tremendous amount of connectivity in Kerala
on an international perspective. We have very clearly requested Indian
airline companies to increase their flights from cities in South India to the
Middle East based on what Suresh ji has said.

Now, we are hoping that airlines will increase the capacity as they
increase their fleet. Today we have close to about 635 planes in India in
our fleet. As that fleet is increasing with this big order, | am very confident
that in the times to come Indian airlines will fly much more to the Middle
