similar, but smaller, lacility at the Lawrence Livermore 
National Laboratory (LLNL) In California". The report adds 
that the construction Is being supervised by scientists of 
Pakistan origin. The data produced In the Contained Firing 
Facility (CFF) Is "used to refine the nuclear weapons, whether 
bombs or mleslle warheads". 

Holmes & Narver, according to the report, "Is a 65 year 
old corporation engaged In architectural, construction and 
programme management, environmental, operations and 
maintenance organisation". The corporation's clients Include 
the US Department of Defence and Department 01 Energy. 

India has continuously monitored trends, acquleltlons 
and developments In nuclear and mleslle related activity by 
countries In our region. It ha. been India'. assessment that 
Paklstan'a pursuit 01 Its clande.tlne nuclear weapons and 
mlaalle programma contlnuas unabated despite the 
declared allorts 01 many countrle. to control their (Paklatan'a) 
lIIagltlmate and clande.tlna allort •. Tha.e reports In the 
media only .erva to highlight our contention that Pakistan's 

efforts to acquire nuclear weapons are being aided by 
external lOurces.
