DEUPTY SPEAKER: Hon. Mem­
bers, it is my sad duty to infomi the House of 
the sudden demise of one our colleagues 
Shri Binode Bihari Mahato who was with us 
in the House yesterday. Shri Mahato had a 
massive heart attack yesterday and passed 
away at New Delhi suddenly at the age of 68 
years.

Shri Mahato was one of the prominent lead­
ers of the Chota Nagpur area and also a 
founder Member of the JMM.

By profession, he was an advocate, a 
freedom fighter and formerly a Member of 

Bihar Legislative Assembly for a decade.

So. his public career was quite noteworthy 
and more than the post that he held, I have 
heard so much about the popularity of the 
person.

We feel that he has left a void, particularly 
in the activity of the tribal welfare, which 

he was heading in that area and it will be 
difficult to fill that void.
